PIXIES 
Trompe Le Monde 
(4AD, c/o Elektra, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, 
New York, NY 10019) 
The Pixies seem to be devolving, digressing, de-
constructing, detonating—and the more they do it, 
the better they seem to be getting. While most 
bands tend to get more tender and mellow with 
age, the Pixies keep getting harder and weirder. If 
Trompe lacks the spooky mood and sci-fi goo of 
the last LP, it also kicks even harder than Doolittle 
in spots—in fact, it could well be the punkiest 
those little Pixies have ever gotten. Musically, 
Black Francis has been ingesting everything in 
front of him with the vociferous gluttony of the 
Blob—BTO, Boston, surf trash and geesh, appar-
ently he's even been listening to those weird, later 
T. Rex albums (check out "Palace Of The Brine"). 
Even when she's not cooing or breathing, Kim 
Deal's not ¡ust back there chewing gum; she pulls 
up some of the best rumbling basslines since 
Santiago Durango. The fruit of Black Francis' 
addled skull has never seemed more acerbic and 
acute: Even the song titles are hilariously born-
bastic—"The Sad Punk," "Subbacultcha," "Bird 
Dream Of The Olympus Mons"—and the lyrics 
are those of an utterly tainted, twisted genius, 
making for a crazed pas de deux where impish-
ness has already rounded the corner screaming 
toward the purely demonic. Our faves: the title 
track, the smashing single "Letter To Memphis," 
"Planet Of Sound," the German-Bowie textures of 
"Motorway To Roswell" and especially the BTO-
riff of "U-Mass." 

MC 900 FT JESUS 
Welcome To My Dream 
(Nettwerk, c/o I.R.S., 3939 Lankershim 
Blvd., Universal City, CA 91604) 
Taking the name from a Tulsa, OK, tele-evangelist 
who had a vision of a 900-foot Jesus coming to 
him, Dallas resident Mark Griffin transforms this 
persona into a surreal figure as enigmatic as the 
name. On his third release, MC 900 Ft Jesus 
delivers his sermon in the form of a jazzy brand 
of psycho hip-hop, using Miles Davis-styled horn 
lines among the many cool sounds found on 
Welcome To My Dream, most of which are 
created by real instruments. The '60s musical era 
is referred to frequently, from the horns to the 
beatnik grooviness to the funky fusion all mixed 
with an industrial-feeling vocal treatment. This is 
rap in its most sultry form, and the deceptively 
biting and graphic lyrics are a testament to how 
well these songs are crafted. The arsonists dream 
on "The City Sleeps" thrives with the diabolical 
mania of the vision created by the song. "Killer 
Inside Me," inspired by the Jim Thompson novel 
of the same name, is a deranged journey along 
the brink of sanity; the opening track, "Falling 
Elevators," floats in an almost Doors-like tran-
scendence as it gives form to time and con-
sciousness; and the bongo propelled poetry of 
"Dali's Handgun" is just plain groovy. Welcome 
To My Dream is ¡ust as it sounds—MC 900 Ft 
Jesus plays with the mystery of subconscious crea-
tion, and formulates its characters and riddles in 
fill living color.

SOUNDGARDEN 
Badmotorfinger 
(A&M, 1416 N. LaBrea Ave., Hollywood, 
CA 90028) 
Two years after they enraptured both the hair-
wagging alternative and open-eyed metal masses 
with their major-label debut, Soundgarden fiercely 
returns to the fold with Badmotorfinger, an 
album packed with the farthest reaching psyche-
delic metal this side of the Sabbath/Zep heyday. 
Not softening up one bit, Soundgarden has pro-
duced the hardest, fastest, most challenging group 
of songs of its career. Like their previous albums, 
Badmotorfinger remains entrenched in the 
height of primal '70s rock, but it shows the band 
gaining a firmer grip on its own vision. Kim 
Thayil's guitar sounds downright threatening; his 
unending riffing fuels each song with commanding 
urgency and pits him against Urge Overkill's Na-
tional Kato for riffmaster of the year. As always, 
Chris Cornell's voice remains unmatched in its 
breadth and ferocity and is never lost in the mael-
strom behind him. Terry Date's production suc-
cessfully melds these energies, keeping each sound 
distinct yet maintaining the seamless flow he gave 
to Louder Than Love. A song like "New 
Damage" works not because it imitates "Dazed 
And Confused" so much as because it feels the 
same way. Drive these home: the epic "Outshined," 
the terrifying "Slaves & Bulldozers," the manic 
first single "Jesus Christ Pose," the throbbing 
groove of "Searching With My Good Eye Closed" 
and the balladesque "Mind Riot." 

NATION OF ULYSSES 
13-Point Program To Destroy America 
(Dischord, 3819 Beecher St. NW, 
Washington, DC 200071703-351-7491) 
The NOU has sprung, erect and full-formed, the 
brain-spawn of agitators and seditionaires from 
all quarters and ages, incorporating Cold War 
paranoia, a ruthless imagination reminiscent of the 
Weather Underground, and a mix of dada and 
media-infested lyrical insights. On the formidable 
debut LP from this DC five-piece, the band bites 
and claws through 13 songs (the CD also includes 
their last single), and through the fury up crop 
snatches from other fast and fractious groups— 
their nervy hooks and head-over-heels tempo 
suggests Unrest speeding downhill on 10th speed. 
The rhythms and choppy, halting structures match 
Fugazi's crescendoes, and their bombardments of 
wit and eccentric obsessiveness meets a point on 
the energy chart between the Urinals and 100 
Flowers. However, since assimilation is the surest 
method of destruction, don't doubt that 13-
Point . . . zigzags out the speakers with a fresh-
ness and pep that won't stand still for comparisons 
or analyses. Ian F. Svenonious gasps out his vo-
cals after blotting on his trumpet, and the rhythm 
team of Steve Gamboa and James Canty rise 
majestically above the clatter in the mix caused by 
guitarists Steven Kroner and Tim Green's kilkenny-
cats act. With entropy and unquestionable hipness 
standing as twin foundations, "Look Out! Soul Is 
Back," "Ulythium," "Diptheria" and "A Kid Who 
Tells On Another Kid Is A Dead Kid" are starters, 
but really, all of 13-Point... is (almost) too 
cool for words.

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FUGAZI Steady Diet Of Nothing 
(Dischord, 3819 Beecher St. NW, 
Washington, DC 200071708-351-
7491)—Ideas are dangerous things, and 
so are guitars, which sounds trite until 
you've heard Fugazi, or seen them live. 
For their second full LP (13 Songs merely 
collected together their two EPs), Fugazi 
have honed and stripped their sound further, 
keeping the shout-along choruses down to 
a razor-sharp minimum. But in spite of the 
terse delivery and fractal rhythmic stop-
starts, Fugazi is often complexly subtle and 
metaphorical, as on "Polish" or "Long 
Division." Even in the midst of all the 
lunging riffs and grandstanding choruses, 
they don't have to spell out manifestos or 
publish huge tracts—you can figure the 
songs out if you're willing to put in the at-
tention and effort. That said, those who 
have complained that Fugazi is too 
"preachy" will no doubt be amused at 
some of this album's moments: Not only is 
Ian McKaye preaching, he's offering "VII 
meet you at the exit" like he thinks he's 
some kind of minister after Sunday services. 
But all told, Steady Diet is another stun-
ning addition to the canon; and live, you 
couldn't spend a better five bucks and get 
more for it from any band on the planet. 
Recommended: "Exit Only," "Reclama-
tion," the teeming fury of "Runaway 
Return," "Stacks," "Dear Justice Letter" 
and "Latin Roots." 

R IdlE BEVIS FROND.  NEW RIVER IIEVIl 

BEVIS FROND New River Head 
(Reckless, 1401 Haight St., Son 
Francisco, CA 941171415-431-
8435)—Bevis Frond, as we well know, 
is a bona fide throwback to the days of gui-
tarist as headtripping virtuoso, incessantly 
partaking of any number of mind-ex-
panding properties, the guitar solo being 
not the least of them. Actually, for all we 
know Bev-aka-Nick Soloman may limit his 
intoxicants to a pot of afternoon tea, but it 
doesn't sound like it, not even when he 
clips his high-psychedelic wings and settles 
down with homespun, romantic, Olde-
England-loving ballads. While Bevis is re-
known for tuning clearly into the Hendrix 
frequency without copping his licks (though 
"Wild Jack Hammer" lifts the nonchalant, 
story-telling cool of "Hey Joe" or "Castles 
In The Sand"), here the low-key, bucolic 
sprawlings are peculiar to Bevis' own 
recollections. Bathed in effects and richly 
draped in psychedelic patterns and roamings, 
including footnotes like Small Faces-like 
organ fills ("Drowned") or "As Tears Go 
By" strings ("Thankless Task"), Saloman's 
florid guitar passages are more all-em-
bracingly vivid the longer they get. With 
"Drowned," "Stain On The Sun" and "It 
Won't Come Again" as standouts, Bevis 
cements his place as premier institution and 
curator of The History Of British Guitar all 
in one.

ALL RAPPED UPI RAP AND RADIO 
Paul Stewart, Power Move Promotions 
Rap music has long battled with commercial radio for rec-

ognition as a legitimate art form. Today the situation is quite 
bleak in many major metropolitan cities  very little rap or 
strictly commercial "Hip Pop' rap being pl. lyed. On the 
brighter side of things, many cities have great college or 
community rodio rap shows as well as commercial radio mix 
shows playing some real hip-hop. In some markets, the Top 
40 radio stations play more and possibly better rap than the 
local Urban stations. Commercial rodio has found it easy to 
ignore hip-hop until a song can just no longer be denied. 
Once a song is boom-ing in every ¡eep in town and blowing 
out at all the record stores around, rodio stations are forced to 
jump on it. The home of hip-hop, New York City, has had 
some incredible rap shows through the days, with great Dis 
like Marley Mad, Mr. Magic and Kid Capri, to name a few. 
But even NY rap rodio has had its ups and downs... and L.A., 
once known for having the nation's only real 24-hour rap 
station, recently lost KDAY and now is in a virtual rap radio 
desert. 

There are some exceptions though. The Bay Area in 
Northern California features a super progressive pop station, 
KMEL, that actually breaks some hip hop records. There are 
also several dope community/college shows like local DJ 
Davy D who actually has rap shows on both KPFK and KALX 
and a morning show on KMEL. 
Commercial rodio avoids rap for fear of losing the 

advertising dollars of the higher demographic listeners that 
supposedly dislike the genre. Until commercial radio loses its 
fear of rap music, we can only focus on the college/ 
community rodio shows and mix shows and hope to hear new 
progressive hip-hop on the airwaves. 

THE RETAIL CONNECTION 
Lev Chin, Retail Promotions, A&M Records 
As we enter the '90s, it seems as though alternative music 

has finally mode a splash in the world of retail. More and 
more people are getting turned onto new music via their local 
alternative rodio stations, musk television, the alternative 
press or just plain word-of-mouth. 
So how do the folks behind the scenes, the store managers, 

label reps, buyers, etc., who are involved in the wonderful 
world of retail feel about the reality that today's alternative 
music scene has created? Here are some common thoughts 
and concerns: 
1. Are independent labels being fazed out or absorbed by 

majors? How do indie labels and majors work together when 
an indie label's record is distributed by the major? 
2. The new wave of independent distributors are carrying 

more inclepedent product than ever before, thus more stores 
are buying from them. What effect does this have on major 
distributors? Most indie labels are selling their product direct 
to stores as opposed to going through a distributor. How 
effective is this? Are they reaching as many stores as they 

should? 
3. Less and less major labels are putting out alternative 

records on vinyl... are CDs the way? If this is the case, then 
why are 7" indie singles so successful? 
4. Independent marketing companies have record 

companies convinced that they can get your records charted 
and positioned better than you can, but most record stores 
find it time-consum-ing to speak to these companies. What is 
the benefit of using an independent marketing company to 
market your records? Is it worthwhile? 
5. How much of an impoct clo charts have Oil the rektiler 

and record company? Are they taken seriously? 
6. How does a record company make a record sell? What 

is the most effective way to market an alternative act? What 
en-tices the retailer to become interested in pushing your 
product? 
7. What impact does alternative and college radio airplay 

have on selling alternative product? These questions and so 
much more will be answered, dissected, analyzed and 
criticized at this year's alternative retail panel. Be there! •

DIE WARZAU Big Electric Metal 
Boss Face (Fiction, c/o Atlantic, 75 
Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 
10019) —With their assertive and 
assaulting sonic thrust, the duo of Van 
Christie and Jim Marcus are able to manip-
ulate sampled grooves and sounds in their 
own personal way, bypassing the many 
cliches often heard on thousands of current 
industrial releases. Cranking out beats, 
rhythms patterns and various loops, Die 
Warzau turns these various grooves inside 
out, to glorious effect. With eight of 14 
tracks over 120 bpm, each song rounds up 
house, industrial, soul and hip-hop grooves 
that keep each song as raw and compelling 
as a trance. With tracks such as "Burning," 
"Brand New Convertible Car" and "Dying 
In Paradise," Die Warzau's debut for Atlantic 
not only avoids cliche but manages to 

evoke a fluid R&B feel throughout. If you 
enjoyed the groove of Die Warzau's 1989 
outing, "Disco Rigido," you'll definitely dig 
the hellbent, genrebender sonic luster of 
Big Electric Metal Bass Face. 

THIS PICTURE A Violent Impression 
(Dedicated, do RCA, 1133 Ave. 
of the Americas, New York, NY 
10036)—This Picture leaves many impres-
sions on its debut full-length portrait. Like a 
canvas painting by one of the masters, this 
English quartet takes a still life and gives 
it an emotional breadth that jumps out in 
three dimensions as it exposes a wide scope 
of self-revelations and natural everyday 
glimpses. Led by the Ian McCulloch-like 
presence of vocalist Symon Bye, This Picture 

provides a Bunnymen-like starkness that, 
like the Bunnymen, covers a lot of sonic 
ground by not limiting itself to certain pop 
boundaries. Produced by Kevin Moloney 
(Sinead O'Connor, Fairground Attraction), 
A Violent Impression compulsively 
bares the soul of Bye, while the music re-
mains serene and supportive, with just the 
right amount of drama to keep it from 
becoming gaudy. The language of This 
Picture—the combination of Bye's lyrics ane 
vocals—is the focal point. The best impres-
sions are left by: "Naked Rain," "Breathe 
Deeply Now," "The Great Tree," "All I 
Believe In" and the title track. 

ETTA BAKER One-Dime Blues 
(Rounder, 1 Camp St., Cambridge, 
MA 021401617-354-0700)—"Finger-
picked blues and traditional tunes" is this 
album's subtitle, and while that's a pretty 
fair and straightforward description of its 
content, such a scholarly and analytical title 
does little to describe the soul and rare 
beauty of Etta Baker's music. Much like 
celebrated Folkways artist Elizabeth Cotten, 
she plays in what's called the Piedmont 
style, a rambling, finger-picked guitar tradi-
tion centered in the North Carolina region 
of the Southern U.S., a style that probably 
predates the blues as we know it today. 
Picking out a melody on the top strings 
while walking basslines and chords with the 
rest, it's a laid-back, carefree sounding ap-
proach that puts feeling and spirit ahead of 
the flash and technical expertise of more 
professional blues playing—all that's missing 
from these recordings is the view from the

back porch and the sound of dogs barking 
in the yard to get that downhome feel. 
Sometimes accompanied by her sister Cora 
on guitar, Etta strums this simple and heart-
felt music that's low on pretense and high 
on good feelings. One-dime these: "Broken 
Hearted Blues," "Lost John," "One-Dime 
Blues," "Dew Drop," "Spanish Fandango" 
and the perennial Piedmont classic, "Going 
Down The Road Feeling Bad." 

STEVE TURRE Right There (Antilles, 
do Island, 14 E. 4th, New York, 
NY 10012)—Trombonist/composer Steve 
Turre, who has performed with such greats 
as Dexter Gordon, Cedar Walton, Slide 
Hampton and Rahsaan Roland Kirk, puts 
forth a most compelling collection of eight 

extremely swinging compositions. He is a 
perfect blend of the virtuoso composer and 
instrumentalist, making him one of the most 
important jazz musicians today. Turre has 
assembled a group of stellar musicians who 
are able to serve the music, and not the 
opposite. Check this out: drummer Billy Hig-
gins, bassist Buster Williams, pianist Benny 
Green, violinist John Blake and special 
guests Wynton Marsalis and Benny Golson 
all appear on Right There. Also rounding 
off this magnificent group is Turre's wife, 
Akua Dixon Turre, with her gorgeous voice 
(check out "Unfinished Rooms" and "Duke's 
Mountains") and shimmering cello work. 
Right There is about group interaction, 
an offering of exhilarating music. 

LFO Frequencies (Warp, c/o Tommy 
Boy, 1747 1st Ave., New York, NY 
101281212-722-2211)—Board your 
time traveller and set the controls for a 
dark, neon-trimmed dance club one hun-
dred years into the future. Now listen. 
Those extraterrestrial bits of musical data 
are the new experimental sounds of LFO. 
While pioneers of hypnotic grooves such as 
Brian Eno, Kraftwerk, Tangerine Dream, 
Depeche Mode are given their moment in 
the sun on the "Intro," LFO carves its own 
niche with a form of dance music that may 
be considered too advanced for our dance-
floors in this century, since it's initially 
rough trying to get down to computer feed-
back and frenzied bleeps and blurps of 
technological creativity. But given time 
you'll find the beats hypnotizing and many 
of the musical texures rather enticing ("Tan 

Ta Ra"). With ¡ust a hint of a civilized voice 
on "You Have To Understaid," (there's 
a frightening robotic voice on "We Are 
Back") LFO's ability to convey emotion 
and solid dance grooves through the use 
of ultra-advanced musical technology will 
leave your imagination stunned. Program: 
"L.F.O.," "Nurture," "El Ef Oh!," 
"Mentok 1" and "Groovy Distortion." 

DIVINE WEEKS Never Get Used To 
It (First Warning, 594 Broadway 
Suite 1202, New York, NY 100121 
212-925-7220)—Divine Weeks, born 
of the mid-'80s L.A. scene aid alumnus of 
Steve Wynn's Down There Records, has 
revamped its lineup and recorded an album 
showing a rawer, more gut-wrenching 
musical tack. Taking its cues from the more 
soulful FM rock of the '70s and combining 
it with emotion-packed lyrics and musical 
drama, Divine Weeks has stumbled onto 
a volatile sound. Frontman Bill See has a 
liquor-wraught, cigarette-stained voice that 
wails and croons above washes of blues-
rock mania. The first single, "I Found 
Out," is a sweaty, churning rocker with a 

killer guitar solo, not unlike a Black Crowes 
tune minus the Southern accent and rock 
star pretension. While rockers like "Preachin' 
(To The Choir)" and "Copper Wire" are 
good excuses to party, the slower songs on 
the album show Divine Weeks' personality 
best. "Bitterness" and "Watershed" especially 
radiate a sincere, endearing melancholy.

SEVEN SIMONS Four Twenty-Four 
(TVT, 23 E. 4th St., New York, NY 
10003/212-979-6410)—Nowadays, 
any rock band that comes from R.E.M.'s 
hometown of Athens, GA, is bound to fall 
prey to an overwhelming amount of un-
necessary anticipation, scrutiny and hype. 
On their second album, Seven Simons 
(actually four guys, none of them named 
Simon) are probably used to having every 
R.E.M. comparison and reference slung at 
them by careless rock journalists. Let's pray 
they've been ignoring all of it, because 
you'd really have to distort what you're 
hearing to say they're just an R.E.M 
knock-off. Though grounded in rock, Seven 
Simons' sound evolves from a darker and 
trippier environment, and at times, like on 
"And She Falls," incorporates British pop 
references in its droning, if not danceable, 
song rhythms coupled with the evasive 
vocal style of Nat Webb. The guitars in 
spots are eerie and other-worldly, building 
an atmosphere that takes them away from 
their roots-oriented rock backdrop. Simons 
say: "Afterfall," "And She Falls," "Baby-
head" and the final untitled track. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Kenya Dance 
Mania ;Earthworks, do Cardiac 
1790 Broadway New York, NY 
10019)—Compiled by Trevor Herman, 
Kenya Dance Mania is yet another in 
the lengthening line of wonderful and 
varied collections of African music from 
Earthworks, a set that includes such mile-
stone titles as Freedom Fire, Thunder 
Before Dawn and Guitar Paradise 
Of East Africa. All nimble-fingered 

guitarwork, deep soulful vocals and limber 
rhythms, you simply couldn't ask for a more 
jumping, foot-tapping party. These guitars 
have the warmest, most soulful tone any-
where, and these drummers do more with 
just their high hat cymbals and bass drums 
than most "Western" drummers do with 
whole kits—just try and resist such an 
irresistable, knock-down-dead groove. 
Though the specialist would no doubt ex-
pound upon the merits and stylistic diversity 
of the performances herein, we'll leave 
such professional commentary up to Herman's 
top-notch liner notes, and merely advise the 
reader to simply enjoy this record in all 
its danceable, glorious splendor, whether 
you're a casual fan or deep aficionado of 
East African sounds. 

MOON FESTIVAL Shrine (Dragon 
Street, 1420 Dragon St., Suite 3, 
Dallas, TX 75207-3907/214-748-
3746)—It's been a long held belief that 
the moon holds mysterious powers over 
the lives of men and women. Dallas' Moon 
Festival is an obvious proponent of this 
theory with its dark, moody debut album 
Shrine. A new direction for Dragon 
Street, whose bands lean toward a more 
¡angling guitar sound, Moon Festival stands 
out from the pack with gothic looks and 
convincingly Anglophile hooks. Lead singer 
Salim Sevres (try saying it with a drawl), 
whose vocals croon and drip between the 
songs' tight guitar interplay, is reminiscent 
of a less affected Steve Kilbey. Lyrically, 
Moon Festival ¡uxtaposes strange images to 
disconcerting effect. The last track, "Every-
thing Revolves, Dissolves, Collides," per-

fectly sums up the album's fractured, dis-
possessed rhythm, with Salim's nonsensical 
phrases and brother Faris' haunting guitar. 
Top Cuts: "Desert City Sleeps," "Tapestry" 
and "Orchid Man." 

JONATHAN RICHMAN Having A 
Party With Jonathan Richman 
(Rounder, 1 Camp St., Cambridge, 
MA 021401617-354-0700)—Jonothan 
Richman says nothing's new. In fact he says 
this record is the same style of playing he's 
been doing for the last 10 years. Kind of a 
soft sell, huh? Having A Party is a damn 
good bunch of songs that he enjoyed play-
ing and singing, and it really shows on the 
handful of live tracks on Party. He's fun 
on the studio tracks as well, and they're 
really the key to what Jonathan's all about:

HANK CRA WFORD Portrait (Mile-
stone, Tenth And Parker, Berkeley, 
CA 94710)—Ah, in praise of nightclub 
¡azz. After all, you can't listen to that Nir-
vana record forever—what if you suddenly 
want to dress up, send for the babysitter 
and take your prime squeeze out to a dark 
and cozy place for some good food, a few 
relaxing cocktails and candlelight? If that's 
your mood, Hank Crawford's your man; his 
datebook is always chock full, playing in 
the swankiest ¡azz clubs for discriminating 
people who know what's good when they 
hear it, and won't settle for mere supper 
club schmaltz. Not some kind of bland, 
unobtrusive after-supper penguin jazzman 
who might be confused for a waiter if not 
for the horn he was holding, Hank Crawford 
plays the real thing—bluesy, soulful, foot-
tapping jump music that swings like the 
dickens when he gets his combo going. 
These sorts of small-combo organ/guitar/ 
drums and reed arrangements are indeed 
Crawford's specialty—he was musical direc-
tor for Ray Charles during the crucial years 
of '58-'63, and co-led a club-hopping 
quartet with legendary organ whiz Jimmy 
McGriff in the early '80s. So get out that 
cummerbund, chill the Chablis and get 
ready to give a spin to "Tanya," "Planting 
The Blues," "Count Every Star" and "Don't 
Know Much." 

SUBMEDIA Submedia (9 Winds, 
P.O. Box 10082, Beverly Hills, CA 
90213 1213-827-0126)—The Cali-
fornia-based trio Submedia explores cold 
and still ambients with this unruffled and ex-
hilarating outing. With the help of acoustic 
and MIDI-driven percussion plus acoustic 
and fretless basses, Submedia is able to 
explore the ambient within the ambient, 
always pushing the sound to the edge and 
never letting the listener predict the move-
ment of their pieces. The pattering percus-
sion and shards of textures created by their 

acoustic and electronic permutations are all 
unpredictable; a manipulation of sounds 
that are pinned to certain guidelines. At 
times the music is reminiscent of old Weather 
Report, Frank Zappa and Omette Coleman, 
but Submedia merely hints at these in-
fluences and is able to derive an ensemble 
sound all its own. Bassist Bon Moir brings 
in, along with his fretless and acoustic low 
end combination, o total undercurrent of 
fretboard strut. Submedia imposes a chal-
lenge on the listener to follow the form and 
content of their sonic subworld, a most 
welcoming challenge to be sure. 
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GRIFTERS The Kingdom Of Jones 
(7" EP) (dOINK, 1572 Overton 
Park, No. 11, Memphis, TN 38112)— 
With eight songs under their belt (four 
here, and four on their debut 7"), we're no 
closer to pinning down the Grifters' par-
ticularly shifty rock ways than we were 
back when their band name was just the 
title of a cooler-than-fuck Jim Thompson 
paperback. Practically the only band the 
Grifters recall is Pavement, both bands 
working lo-fi noise into hum-along bliss, but 
the Grifters are more ambitious, less com-
pact and a bit more menacing, vocals 
mysteriously chewed up and spit out. "En-
crusted" is a sprawling, tense teenage riot; 
"Another Song" drifts along on rubbery 
acoustic guitars and the sassy refrain of 
"we're so beautiful;" "Snake Oil" wallows 
in murk and concept, and "Daydream 
Riot" in spunk and attitude. Thoroughly 
intriguing. 

TOILING MIDGETS "Golden Frog" 
(7") (Matador, 611 Broadway, 
Suite 712, New York, NY 10012/ 
212-995-5882)—Surfacing after several 
musical epochs spent suspended in the mud 
of San Francisco Bay, the Toiling Midgets 
waste no time re-animating their lovely tor-
pid flailings and fallings-apart. With vocals 
from Mark Eitzel, their ally in emotional 
mutilation, the band's razors are drawn 

seconds after the needle hits vinyl, and with 
all the poignancy and tragedy of a distressed 
whale they thrash melodramatically and 
conclude "You're weak." After the ex-
quisitely lingering guitar subsides, the B 
("Mr. Foster's Shoes") barely waits for the 
record to flip over before breaking out the 
cello and assorted strings, making "Eleanor 
Rigby" sound like the can-can. 

SMALL FACTORY "Suggestions" 
(7") (Collision Time, P. 0. Box 712, 
Ansonia Station, New York, NY 
10023-9998/212-877-7611)—With 
the adorably appropriate catalog number 
Blam! 001-7, Collision Time makes its 
auspicious debut with this trio from Pro-
vidence, RI—recently a Futures pick in this 
mag. Serving up plenty of cute boy/girl 
jangles, Small Factory moves along with the 
current created by other American pop 
bands like Honeybunch. They attack with 
simple melodies and dreamy guitar skip-
ping, resolved in appreciating the beauty 
of simplicity, avoiding overstatements. 

PAIN TEENS "Sacrificol Shack" 
(7") (C Z, 1407 E. Madison #41, 
Seattle, WA 981221206-441-
0875)—Bliss Blood and bandmates come 
back at you with satanic cult music, blasting 
more heavily than ever indicated on their 
other releases. The tape-looping is replaced 
by crashing cymbals, beastly guitars and a 
siren enticing you toward peril. Both songs 
have slow tempos and ominous repetitions, 
like the Melvins with high-end guitar. Even 
though the music is frightening, there is a 
certain amount of languid expression that 
minimizes your worries and guides you to 
worship evil. 

BREAD WINNER Breadwinner (7" 
EP) (Merge, P.O. Box 1235, Chapel 
Hill, NC 27514/919-929-0711)— 
Richmond, VA's Breadwinner, touting ex-
Honor Role guitarist Pen Rollings, tender 
three fricative instrumentals, each unusually 
clean for live basement recordings. Tight 

metal, minimalist punk and bad pot are at 
work here, somehow reminding us of Coup 
De Grace, Primus and Mission Of Burma at 
once. Breadwinner's influences are far out-
numbered by the time changes that abound 
here—it's quite a bumpy ride, and that's 
how these guys planned it. They're intent 
on jarring you, and pity the demolished 
basement that hosted this session. 

BULKHEAD "Leaves In Virginia" 
(7") (Moist, P.O. Box 3597, Chapel 
Hill, NC 275151919-929-2533)— 
From Beantown's Big Dipper/Buffalo Tom 
school of melodic fuzz comes Bulkhead. This 
quartet plays raw, driving and hook-filled 
guitar pop abuzz with a deafening energy 
and an underlying sense of mystery 
manifest in a nervous, almost frantic ap-
proach. The debut single, led by the Pixies-
like guitar line of the A-side, shows their 
ability to relax within the not-so-simple ar-
rangements while they give the impression 
of chaos, in some way making the discordia 
fall neatly into place. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Gabba Gobba 
Hey (Triple X, P.O. Box 862529, 
Los Angeles, CA 90086-2529/213-
221-2204)—Con one possibly go wrong 
doing Ramones covers? Well, yes, one can 
and except for Buglamp, we won't mention 
the ones that do on this SoCal tribute to 
our fave three-chord knuckleheads/revolu-
tionaries. In the credit column, L7, yowling 
through "Suzy Is A Headbanger," tries for 
a Queens accent and actually comes up 
with a nifty Cherie Currie (of the Runaways) 
impersonation; the Flesheaters mewl all 
over "I Don't Wanna Go Down To The 
Basement" and is the only band to alter 
the bare-knuckled, 2-minutes-and change 
Ramones dictum; Mojo Nixon manages to 
out-lobotomize Joey R. on "Rockaway 
Beach" and Bad Religion almost out-punks 
the originals on "We're A Happy Family," 
as do the Creamers, whose "53rd & 3rd" 
is also invaluable for delivering the lyrics in-
telligibly. While doing the Ramones ¡ustice 
is a surprisingly difficult task, all bands ob-
viously idolize the bruthas, their well-wishes 
overriding the musical shortcomings. 
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TRIBES WITH KNIVES Tribes With 
Knives (2214 Sims, St. Louis, MO 
63114) —Announcing the arrival of a 
force so strong and bestial, it rivals the fury 
and crushing decisiveness of a full-blown 
barbarian overrun. We've never heard 
such visions of sweeping grandeur rising 
from such modest home-grown recordings 
emanating from a dank basement—not 
even al' Juana's Addictione were this full-

blown and heavy way back when Perry first 
started dressing up in spooky santeria 
costumes. Bulldozing bass, a pummeling, 
hard-as-hell drum machine attack, and 
thunderous, crashing guitar lines are the 
primary weapons here, a chilling and well-
wielded arsenal that ultimately left us shud-
dering, thinking we were in the midst of a 
rumbling, ominous night-time thunder-
shower back at the Lollapalooza field. Settl-
ing into a dreamier Cure-like wash on side 
two, Tribes With Knives move through a 
more quiet, bleak flow, evoking the tranquil 
icescapes of Closer or Faith. There's 
enough manic fury here that they pull off 
the incredibly improbable among home-
made tapes—an anthemic sweep without 
pretense and carrying enough force that 
they live up to their moniker's images of 
glinting steel and thundering hooves. Top 
Cuts: "Surface," "Cold Underneath," 
"Caverns," and "Tribes With Knives." 

F.Y.I 
Contrary to popular belief, the Better Youth 
Organization is still functioning, and the 
chieftain of both that esteemed label and 

its biggest band, Youth Brigade, has resur-
faced with THAT'S ITI and an extensive 
demo (call 213-392-6000). Not unexpectedly, 

Shawn Stern follows the path of many a 
maturing punk activist/idealist, and not only 
slows down the pace a bit to include some 
truly bombastic melody, but also allows the 
boogie to enter his bones. The end product, 
on "Whose Life Is It Anyway," "Ego" and 
"Think It Over" to name a few, maintains 
the strict, soul-seeking honesty of old, but 
musically cross- pollinates Faith No More 
and Fugazi. Occassionally quite stirring, as 
on "Disconnect," sometimes a little tiring, 
That's It! mostly have their hearts in the 
right places and their melodies as strong as 
ever... The GHOSTSHIRTS doff many a 
cap, and we're happiest when they scratch 
and pick and play a sort of scrabbly cow-
punk that's quite admirable and wiry, ex-
cept when the band inexplicably dives into 
the funky-wanky thong. With ants in their 
pants and tabasco down their throats, 
this combo works best on the aggressive 
acoustic spitfire of "Hey Mr. Cop," a-
hollerin' and yanking on those strings like 
the hellspawn of Jesus Chrysler and the A-
Bones, the spunk level lying somewhere in 
between (153 Norfolk St. Apt. C, New 
York, NY 10002).  —D.I.Y 
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SWELL MAPS A Trip To Marine-
villelJane From Occupied Europe! 
Train Out of It (Mute, do Elektra, 
75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, 
NY 10019)—While Mute released a 
lavish retrospective of this band about two 
years ago (complete with Thurston Moore's 
adoring liner notes), it's with the re-release 
of their only two studio albums that we are 
fully and clearly shown their dichotomies, 
incongruities, inconsistencies and random 
brilliance. Owing to the LPs' long-unpur-
chasable status, the world has made much 
more ado about the post-Maps careers of 
Nikki Sudden, his brother Epic Soundtracks 
(These Immortal Souls) and Jowe Head, but 
it's the hopelessly entangled scramble of 
punk insouciance, Euro-avant expanses and 
deliberate unconcern for any credos of 
musicianship (too ornery for the art scene, 
too advanced for the punks, as fascinated 
with wind-up toy ingenuity as they were 
with stock instruments) that hove made 
some of the most difficult and resonantly 
atavistic and influential sounds from that 
period/locale. Trip, their 1979 debut, clat-
ters on the one hand from the irrepressible 
spirits of pelting pogo rhythms (Epic might 
be the finest percussionist of the punk era), 
clusters of guitar and incidental effects 
ricocheting about, and gleefully obscure 
lyrics, making the most daunting and joyful 
noise on "H.S. Art," "Vertical Slum" and 
"Full Moon In My Pocket." On the other, 
the dark, unmoored adventurings on tracks 
like "Gunboats" were dissonant, echoey, 
hypnotic and rather incomprehensible to 
most folks until bands like Sonic Youth and 
Pavement made the Maps' ambitions a bit 
more readable. Jane dives ever more 
headlong into the murk, the distant clang-
ings and opaque, shifting banks of instru-
ments occasionally giving way to relatively 
straightforward grand gestures, "Helicopter 
Spies" is by far their best example. Train 
compiled singles and whatnots, singles 
being not only the outlet for pop faves 
("Read About Seymour," "Let's Build A 
Car," "Ammunition Train"), but also for 
sometimes aimless experiments and in-
dulgencies that nevertheless remained im-
posing in their orchestral excess. 

WILLIAM BELL The Soul Of A Bell/ 
JOHNNIE TAYLOR Wanted One 
Soul Singer'BOOKER T. & THE MG's 
Green Onic..is/SAM & DAVE Hold 
On I'm Comin'/EDDIE FLOYD Knock 
On Wood (Atlantic, 75 Rockefeller 
Plaza, New York, NY 10019)—In 
the wake of the amazing Stax box, Atlantic 
has finally begun rolling out the reissues 
from its stupendously abundant Stax/Atco/ 

Atlantic archives. Unfortunately, like all 
good things in this cold, cruel world of 
ours, there's a caveat here that requires a 
little bit of philosophical see-sawing. At first 
we were a little disheartened by the lack of 
bonus tracks, outtakes, liner essays, etc., 
and our wallets weren't thrilled with the 
fact that most of these CDs of original Sfax 
LPs clock in at barely a half-an-hour (which 
admittedly, still doesn't make fifteen bucks 
look too bad when compared to outra-
geous collectors' prices on vintage Stax 
stuff these days). However, after listening 
awhile, it began to seep in that—much like 
the CD issues of the Beatles or most of our 
favorite classical recordings—it just may be 
best after all to preserve the pristine, un-
adulterated soul and innocence of these 
recordings in their original released form; 
to twiddle with them at this late date may 
be bordering on sacrilege. Considering how 
many horrendous things could have gone 
wrong but didn't (damaged masters, poor 
transfers, tape hiss, unauthorized edits and 
other horrors of the CD era), we're almost 
relieved that Atlantic didn't tamper too 
much with a very good and sacred thing— 
like our mama always said, don't fix it if it 
ain't broke. In a future issue we'll also talk 
about the incredible wealth of Otis Redding 
soul titles, some of which have already be-
gun to be released; we're just waiting for 
the next rainy day when we're alone and 
feeling blue to write about those. Stay 
tuned. 

BRO WNIE McGHEE The Folkways 
Years 1945-59 (Smithsonian/ 
Folkwnys, do Rounder, 1 Camp 
St., Cambridge, MA 02140/617-
354-0700)—Though you don't always 
hear his name in the mainstream the way 
people brandish Lightnin' Hopkins, Muddy 
Waters or Leadbelly, Brownie McGhee was 
nonetheless a consummate bluesman of the 
first order. He was maybe not so much an 
innovator as much as cataloguer and prac-
titioner, unconsciously collecting hordes of 
standard verbal and musical blues sources, 
so it's appropriate enough that the bulk of 
his recorded material should fall under the 
domain of the Smithsonian Institution. In the 
hands of Brownie McGhee, one can under-
stand the blues as a fluid and loose genre, 
rambling and full of changes, as McGhee 
expands and rewrites the broad ranges 
within its stylistic limits (i.e. his "Rising Sun" 
is nonetheless original even in spite of its 
simliarities to Leadbelly's more famous "I 
Hate To See The Evening Sun Go Down,"

as it comes from the same ancient and un-
traceable blues root.) This compilation of 
eighteen songs from his six Folkways LPs 
may well be the definitive sampling of his 
contributions. We recommend "Daisy," 
"Hangman's Blues," "Rising Sun" and 
"Grievin' Hearted Blues," but even if 
you've already got the other six LPs, The 
Folkways Years is still worth checking 
out for the wonderful "Just A Dream," a 
ghostly, never-before-heard recording taken 
from a long-lost Folkways acetate. 
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SCREAMING TREES Anthology— 
SST Years 1985-891DESCENDENTS 
Somery (SST, P.O. Box 1, Lawn-
dale, CA 90260/213-430-7687)--
It would've been nice to have included 
"Orange Airplane" from the Trees' little-
discussed Velvetone debut, but we guess 
they would have had to change the title. 
Anyhow, the Trees' long and sturdy career 
is enhanced by this Best-of package in a 
way that wouldn't be as noticeable by ¡ust 
auditioning their 7-LP history—with the ex-
ception of Other Worlds (which was 
originally their cassette-only debut), the 
band has followed the same swooshy 
psychedelic blueprint since as long as 
they've owned their fuzz pedals, all ele-
ments of their work improving and their vi-
sion sharpening in the meanwhile. Although 
"In The Forest" ¡erks around with a more 
blatant '60s-garage influence than the 
band would ever cop to now, "Don't Look 
Down," "Cold Rain" and "Other Days 
And Different Planets" from Even If... 
are a little less plush, with a somewhat 
scratchier-sounding Mark Lanegan, but other-
wise would float quite comfortably along-
side songs on their last LP. "Smokerings," 
"Walk Through To This Side". and other 
Invisible Lantern tracks likewise over-
load on the fuzz nastiness, but gorgeously 
so, with the band's evenhanded maturity on 
Buzz Factory tracking a perfect transition 
from their sprawly-snarly past to their still-
levitational sounds of present. By way of 
contrast, the Descendents' collection misses 
quite a lot of their essential early records, 
offering a handful of teases from the Fat 
EP and the alltime punk singalong classic 
Milo Goes To College, and focusing on 
their various reunion phases, rendering 
Somery as a vital educational evolu-
tionary link for ALL-fans- come-lately, but 
no substitute for owning the first three 
12"s.

Radio reaches state of Nirvana: For the second of its antici-
pated many weeks at #1, Nirvana enjoys the view from 
the top of all of the applicable charts: #1 Adventure Pick, #1 
Audience Response, #1 in all four regionals, and Top Cut—all 
by quite a large margin. The rest of the Top 5 closes together, 
as Robyn Hitchcock, Red Hot Chili Peppers and 
Billy Bragg keep their sights set upwards. The Chili Peppers 
hold the stronger position of the three, reeling in #2s in 
Adventure Picks, Audience Response, the East regional and 
Top Cuts. With the release of "Whirlpool," the second single 
from Forbidden Places, the Meat Puppets re-enter 
the Top 10 after peaking previously at #6. Look for the 
Smithereens (23-12), Public Enemy LP (single moves 
87-13), The Cult (40-17) and Pixies LP (single debuts #23) 
to drive their way up to the Top 10 next week. 

It's All One Big Music Club: With the new EP for "Rise" 
hitting radio, Alias' American Music Club makes a swing 
back up to confront the Top 10 it hasn't quite reached yet 
(18-14). Earache-Relativity's Fudge Tunnel's sweet tooth 
for numbers keeps them right behind (20-15). Also making 
waves are Fugazi (96-27), Blur (#41 debut), Godflesh 
(86-44), Five Thirty (#53 debut), P.M. Dawn (120-74), 
MC 900 Ft Jesus' trailer single (#75 debut) and the 
Dramarama trailer single (#125 debut). 

Related Political Note: The implementation of the controver-
sial Immigration Act of 1990, which would have put a cap on 
the number of artists allowed to obtain visas to work in the 
United States, has been delayed for six months. It was sup-
posed to take effect on October 1. A new bill has been in-
troduced to the Senate that would modify its restrictions, 
repeal the cap of 25,000 artists, entertainers and athletes 
who could enter the country, and clarify the labor ambiguities 
attached to the original bill. The fight's not over yet, but our 
side is being heard. Keep the pressure on your senators. 

It's been awhile since there's 
been so many terrific rap and 
soul records to choose from: 
Public Enemy, A Tribe Called 
Quest and Definition Of Sound 
all have new efforts that rank 
among the year's finest. As 
good, if not better, than all the 
above is P.M. Dawn's pre-
mier album. Of The Heart, 
Of The Soul And Of The 
Cross: The Utopian Ex-
perience (Gee Street-Island) 
is a stylized melange of rap,

Before we discuss the Maglk at the top of the chart, 
let's take a minute to note that the term "hard 
rock" can be applied to every album in the top ten, 
except for Big Audio Dynamite II—but we might as 
well give them the benefit of the doubt considering 
their background. Also notable is that three of these 
albums—Dischord's Fugazi, Caroline's Smashing 
Pumpkins and Sub Pop's Mudhoney—are on in-
dependent labels. Just wanted to make sure you 
realized what a loud world it is out there. 
Did you say Use You Illusion? I thought not. The 
Red Hot Chili Peppers leap from #55 to #1 with 
their first album for Warner Bros.. Blood Sugar Sex 
Magik, nabbing the #2 In-store spot along the way. 
Nirvana's major label debut for DGC, Nevermind, 
debuts at #2 and holds on to the top In-store spot 
for the third week in a row (mostly because people 
love that cover photo). The Cult's new album for 
Sire-Reprise also makes a strong first impression, 
entering this week at #5 and debuting In-store at #6. 
Other albums entering the chart with incredible 
horsepower: A Tribe Called Guest's second album 
on Jive (#14), Van Morrison's new double disc 
on Polydor-PLG (#15), Capitol's Lloyd Cole (#16), 
Geffen's Rickle Lee Jones (#23) and Epic's Prong 
(#24).

Thing Changed (RAL, cío Columbia, 
P.O. 4104 Box 4450, New York, 
NY 10101-4450)—Like the title of Nice 
& Smooth's second LP states, Ain't A 
Damn Thing Changed, the duo of 
Gregg Nice and Smooth Bee are out to 
prove that their hook-heavy and massively 
street-smart style hasn't skipped a beat ever 
since being signed (along with EPMD) to 
RAL from the now defunct Sleeping Bag 
label. Nice & Smooth are a powerful tag-
team whose rapping deliveries come off 
with a heaping dose of head-bobbing 
energy from Gregg Nice while Smooth Bee 
tends to be more relaxed and poetic. Com-
bined, their sound harvests an invaluable 
amount of street appeal—their raps aren't 
preachy nor do they try and project 
themselves as high-life hustlers: Nice & 
Smooth lay back and kick it about life right 
in front of them. With that respect in place, 
they are able to get away with touches of 
mellow R&B vocals on "Cake & Eat It Too" 
or get creative with acoustic samplings of 
Tracy Chapman-guitar on "Sometimes I 
Rhyme Slow" or the quirky -Billy-Gene."

Born and raised in Harlem before he ven-
tured out to the West coast to pursue his 
rapping career, Def Jef has gained respect 
on his debut LP as the smooth, Afrocentric 
poet with soul, relentless in his quest to 
break down culturally suppressive philoso-
phies and wake his people up to the their 
real history. With his feet firmly planted in

ROB TYNER DEAD 
As briefly reported in our last 

issue, ex-MC5 vocalist Rob Tyner 
died on September 18th in his 
hometown of Ferndale, Michigan, 
lust outside of Detroit. According to 
police reports, Tyner (who real 
name was Robert Derrniner) was 
driving home from a nearby 
grocery store when he suffered a 
heart attack and crashed his auto 
into the bock of his son's parked 
car. He died a short time later at a 
local hospital; initial reports stated 
that neither alcohol nor drugs were 
found in his system. He was 46. 
Along with the Stooges, the MC5 

were the leadings lights of the 
Detroit rock scene in the late '60s 

and eorly '701. Mixing politics 
(often self-defeatingly) with their 
vicious, stripped-down rock raunch, 
the band's live debut LP, Kick Out 
The Jams, was released on Elektra 
in 1968 and made a significant 
dent in the U.S. charts, as well as 
being a vital precursor for both 
punk rock and heavy metal. 
However, the band's manager 
(White Panther John Sinclair) was 
jailed on drug charges, and the 
band was subsequently dropped by 
Elektra, moving to Atlantic Records 
to release the classic Bock In The 
U.S.A. in '70. However, by the time 
of the band's third LP, High Time, 
the '5 were in serious dissarrcry, 
and split up soon afterward. The 
other four members formed new 
bands (among them the Sonic 
Rendezvous Band and Destroy All 
Monsters), but Tyner settled into a 
comparatively quiet family life. The 
extent of his post-MC5 recorded 
output includes a 1977 single with 
Eddie And The Hot Rods, and a 
solo album entitled Blood Brothers, 
releases on R.A. Records last year. 
He also wrote the liner notes for 
Elektra's reissue of Kick Out The 
Jams, which is set for release next 
month. 
Tyner is survived by his wife and 

three children. 

MONSTERS OVER 
MOSCOW 
On September 28th, AC/DC, 
Metalkca, the Block Crowes and 

Portlier° played the "first free 
outdoor Western rock concert in 
Soviet history" at Tushino Airfield, 
a huge military airport in northwest 
Moscow. Billed as the 'Monsters 
Of Rock," the show was presented 
by Time Warner Inc., who plan to 
release a documentary film of the 
event; the company estimated the 
size of the audience at 150,000, 
while other estimates ranged as 
much as three times higher. There 
were scattered arrests, the New 
York Times reported, but the 
crowd's more unruly elements were 
kept under control by ranks of 
police officers wielding truncheons; 
more than 1000 militiamen were 
on guard around the stage, and 
more were hidden in trucks parked 
farther away. AC/DC's equipment 
was hauled to Moscow From Barc-
elona, Spain (the site of their last 
European show) in two Antonov 
military planes—the largest aircraft 
in the world. It's interesting to note 
that until a few years ago, the bond 
and their music were formally 
banned in the Soviet Union.

Holdsworth is god. As for

Beautiful women, windmills and the 

godly chocolate drink Chocomel hail from 
the land of Holland... and so does the ugly 
thorn of Pestilence. Formed back in '86 by 
guitarist/vocalist Patrick Marneli, Pestil-
ence has been an ever-evolving outfit of 
diversity. Early demo work featured 
Mameli on vocals, but the addition of 
bassist/vocalist Martin van Drunen turned 
the band into what many considered one 
of the premier metallic line-ups (com-
pleted by drummer Marco Foddis and 
guitarist Randy Meinhard) of that time. 
In this form, the band recorded their 

debut, Malleus Maleficarum, on album of 
technically flawless speed with hints of 
death metal. After Meinard was replaced 
by current axist Patrick Ulierwilk, the band 
recorded one of the heaviest death records 
of '90, Consuming Impulse. Its sheer 
brutality and savage rawness spurred 
interest in the current death metal revival, 
and will be considered a classic in time. 
Although seemingly miles apart, the 
band's first two albums featured a 
common thread of intellectual lyrics and a 
complex blend of originality that set the 
band apart from imitators. 
Following an emotionally difficult 

American tour with Death and Carcass, 
the bond parted ways with van Drunen 
(now bassist/vocalist for the more 
primitive death metal outfit Asphyx) and 
entered a period so unsettled that even 
the band had doubts about their future. 
Indeed, although  n Drunen departed 
under a cloud of muctslingin' and 
narnecallin', Mameli refused to enter the 
public squabbling, stating only, 'When 
you tour with each other, you see each 
others' bad sides, and it wasn't any-
thing to do with the musk—it was just 
personal.' 
As much as times change, some things 

seem meant to continue, and Mcmeli 
assumed the vocal chores once again and 
began to write material with the 
remaining members. (The bass seat was 
occupied by Cynic's Tony Choy on the 
album and European tour, while the 
Stateside tour will feature Mike From 
Burial.) The guitarist reflects, When 
Martin first left, we thought it was the end. 
But then we thought that we hod been 
working redly hard to get the band to 
where it's at now, so why should we stop? 
We should try, at least, to get practicing 
again, and we'll see about getting a 
vocalist later. We got together some new 
songs and then [the band] came up with 
the idea of me singing. I told them I would 
try, and something happened— maybe it 
was my desire to get Pestilence back out 
on the rood. I worked redly hard on my 
vocals, and they were like 'Wowl'" 
"Actually, I enjoy singing now, although 

I'm still getting familiar with it. I did one 
gig with Obituary and Morbid Angel, and 
I think I pulled it off. It's still a bit difficult,

because I can't do the banging anymore, which I redly like. I can't get into the music as 
much, 'cause I have to stand still and sing through the mic.' 
The band will have a chance to "pull it off" Stateside on their upcoming tour with Death, but 

they've already done so in the studio. Testimony Of The Ancients is notches above their pre-
vious work, and shows them expanding the death metal genre into moodier areas. The alk.um 
was recorded at Morrisouncl, produced by Scott Bums and features artwork by Dan 
Seagraves --just like a dozen-and-a-half other albums from the past year. I asked why a 
band as specific as Pestilence would risk generalization? 
it was very obvious Fat us what we wanted. We wanted to use Scott Burns for Consun.ing 

Impulse, 1pu- he was completely booked, so we ended up recording in Beilin. We thought 
since this was our third album, let's take the chance and go to Scott.

daim to be raw, Soundgarden laughs like 
hyenas eating their meat. The progression 
from Screaming Life to Ultramega O.K. to 
Louder Than Love left a big question mark 
over major label LP #2: the "Seattle Sound" 
and the godhead-sized hype that this band 
helped to create have been flogged to death, 
and vocalist Chris Comell's sojourn into vastly 
different territory on the Temple Of The Dog 
LP might have led some to think that Sound-
garden's day was past. GUESS AGAIN, 
SUCKER. The band's trademark primal ooze 
and throb are still omnipresent, but once the 
inital impact of Badmotorfingar's layered riffs 
and primal shrieks starts to wear off, the 
songs come into a different focus—the true 
mark of an album that's built to last. The 
band has changed and progressed, but 
subtly: Chris Cornell shreds his iron lungs to 
nerve-rattling effect, but he's integrated much 
stronger hooks into the band's melodies, and 
Kim Thayil's densely textured, neo-psychedel-
ic riffs mutate and multiply like the writhing 
pods in Invasion Of The Bodysnatchers. Like-
wise, Terry Date (who's produced albums for 
Mother Love Bone and Screaming Trees since 
he worked on louder Thon Love) has brought 
this sprawling and ambitious album into 
dazzling focus. The single, "Jesus Christ 
Pose," is actually one of the album's weaker 
tracks—we favor "Rusty Cage," 'Slaves & 
Bulldozers,"Searthing," "New Damage" 
and especially 'Outshined.' (JA/RJ) 

ATOM SEED Get In Line (London-PIG, 825 
Eighth Ave., New York, NY 10019/212-
333-8000)--Young, loud and hungry as dl 
hell, Atom Seed hails from southeast London 
and have received a load of Brit-press 
hyping them as Britain's-answer-to-Faith No 
More and other such nonsense. Although 
they dabble in a style that we suppose could 
be deemed "funk metal" on a few tracks, the 
band's greatest strength is snarling, four-on-
the-floor rock. The styie is pretty straight-
forward, but the band manages to cram a 
surprising amount of diverse musicianship 
into its basic but ballsy formula: the drummer 
throws in the occasional jazz chop, the 
bassist's solid, droning style is embellished 
with funk pops and rolls, and the vocalist, 
well, "His advert said he was into David Lee 
Roth and Dokken, and we thought, phone 
the guy up and lie to him—we told him Atom 
Seed were like Dokken and he fell for itl" 
Needless to say, they're not: the funkier 
tracks have a skillful balance of bounce and 
brawn that keeps them out of cliche range, 
"Better Day" and "Shot Down' venture into 
bluesy-balladry, and "Castles In The Sky" is 
an ambitious six-minute epic that doesn't 
outstay its welcome. Formed in '89, the band 
released an EP on FM Revolver (the label that 
originally brought us the Stone Rosesl) 
before unleashing this dbum on England's 
imaginatively-named Heavy Metal Records 
late last year—it's been picked up by London 
over here, and the rest should be history. 
Plug "Bitchin'," 'What?" and especially the 
title frock. (JA) 

PESTILENCE Testimony Of The Ancients 
(RC-Roadrocer, 225 Lafayette St. #407, 
New York, NY 10012/212-219-0077)— 
Holland's Pestilence have been around in 
one form or another since '86; guitarist 
Patrick Marneli was originally the lead 
singer, but then bassist Martin van Drunen 
handled the vocals until his acrimonious 
departure last year, and album #3 finds 
the band coming full circle with Mameli 
back behind the mic. After the speed of 
their debut and the prime death metal of 
Consuming Impulse, this album finds the 
band moving away from the muck-pock 
and incorporating new touches of jazz and 
classical music into their brutal sound. The 
result is moody with keyboard intros (each 
song has a separate intro and different 
feeling) and complex arrangements, but 
not so complex that they blur the band's 
trademark brutality and memorable 
songwriting. Many questioned whether 
Patrick would be able to spit out the bile 
with van Drunen's power and putrefaction— 
his vocals are indeed heavy, but Marne is 
at his best in the phrasing and enunciation 
departments. Once again, drummer Marco 
Foddis delivers articulate, conceptually-
linked lyrics, and this time they follow the 
theme of existentialism—a risky undertaking, 
yes, but not so much that a needle drop 
through the record loses the flow. Tracks to 
key in on include 'Twisted Truth," "Land Of 
Tears,' "Prophetic Revelations," 'Presence Of 
The Dead." (KS) 

FUGAZI Steady Diet Of Nothing (Dis-
chord, 3819 Beecher Si. NW, Wash-
ington, DC 20007/703-243-24.54)—For 
all their history, credibility and fervent 
political correctness, Fugazi is above all 
a killer rock band. As one of the only 
groups currently in existence to pursue a 
literally post-punk (i.e. Gang Of Four, 
The Ruts, and other '79-ern wonders 
whose Peel Sessions are being released 
in droves) style successfully, the band 
channels its harcicons roots into a more 
intricate, controlled and sophisticated 
format that loses none of the anger and 
energy that enables them to cross so 
many rock genres. Although Steady Diet 
Of Nothing doesn't quite match up to the 
band's previous output (they're pushing 

the  of the "Fugazi Sound" and sound 
antsy for a change) and you'll probably 
have to buy it ($8.00 postpaid from the 
above address—the bond won't charge 
more than $5.00 for tickets to their shows, 
either), Fugazi destroys virtually every other 
band in their bracket. Chug "Exit Only,' 
"Latin Roots," Polish" and "Dear Justice 
Letter!' (JA) 

THE CULT Ceremony (Warner Bros., 3300 
Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91505/818-
846-9090l—What lurks behind that unique 
growl is a man who lives and breathes the 
music he sings, no matter how ridiculous he 
might sometimes sound singing it. With 
1989's Sank Temple, The Cult "went for it," 
releasing a Bob Rock-produced album of the 

most calculated stadium rock in recent 
memory, and it worked to the tune of a 
million-plus units sold. Although not rodically 
different, Ceremony finds Ian Astbury taking 
a much more prominent role: his vocal 
technique and, er, courageous lyrics make for 
a style as unmistakable as almost any in the 
genre—only he could pull off songs like 
"Indian," where the cello and guitar stand in 
counterpoint to his tribal pleas, and the eight-
minute 'White," where he cries in primitive 
imagery. Like the band's past couple of 
albums, the row and basic power rock vibe 
continues, but their profressionalism and 
sense of adventure hold the package tightly 
together—the band's ability to slip into

MASSACRE From Beyond (Earoche-Rela-
tivity, 187-07 Henderson Ave., Hollis, NY 
11423/718-217-36001--What so many 
primitive death metal bands forget is what 
makes Massacre stand out. songwriting. 
Along with the mighty Death, this legendary 
Florida-based band started the plunge into 
extremity back in the mid-eighties, all the 
while remembering that a song is a song at 
the end of +e day, and there have to be 
hooks, riffs and structuring. The band split up 
after only a few troublesome months together, 
and reformed last year after the rhythm sec-
tion left the classic Death lineup; thus, the 
original lineup of Massacre has reformed to 
release their debut LP a half a decade late— 
and it's as solid a release as they come. While 
some may rule it too simplistic and primitive, 
its sheer brutality is more than effective: vo-
calist Kam Lee, who inspired many imitators, 
layers his vocals heavier than thou all over 

Rick Rozz's catchy riffs. The classic 'Corpse 
Grinder" has finally found a vinyl home, and 
we also plug 'Dawn Of Eternity,' "Cryptic 
Realms,' 'Biohazard" and 'Chamber Of 
Ages." (KS) 

DEAD HORSE Peaceful Death And Pretty 
Flowers (Big Chief, 611 Broadway 1907E, 
New York, NY 10012/212-995-9060)— 
Practically a Texas institution, Houston's 
Dead Horse are finally poised to break 
through on a nationwide scale. Following 
their '89 Horse-core LP and their widely-
circulated (and imaginatively titled) 90 Demo 
cassette, this album's improved sound and 
wider scope brirgs the band's ambitious and 
ultra-heavy heavy sound into tighter focus. 
Although there's still a tendency to wander 
off into instrumental excesses, Dead Horse's 
keen sense of dynamics and melody place 
them far from the pock. Plug 'Cod Piece 
Face," 'The Latent Stage,' 'Medulla Oblong-
ata' and especially the title tracks, featured 
on our awesome forthcoming ARGHIII It's A 
Loud Rock CDIII Vol. 5. (JA) 

ASPHALT BALIET Asphalt Ballet (Virgin, 
9247 Alden Dr., Beverly Hills, CA 90210/ 
213- 278-1181)—Formed from the ashes of 
San Diego's Mistreated, Asphalt Ballet come 

together in L.A. two years ago and promptly 
won a KNAC Pure Rock search contest. The 
band pursues a straightforward LA.-rock 
bent not unlike The Cult, but without falling 
prey to the excesses of the genre, and vo-
calist Gary Jeffries (who was raised in Lou-
isiana) adds a genuine dose of down-home 
munch to the band's blues-based, straight-
ahead style. Skid yerself over "Hell's Kit-
chen,' 'Unlucky Mr. Lucky,' Hangman 
Swing,' "Blood On The Highway' and 
especially 'Soul Survive," featured on our 
forthcoming ARGHIII It's A Loud Rock CDIll 
Vol. 5. (JA) 

SAVATAGE Sheets: A Rock Opera (Atlantic, 
75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 
10019/212-484-6000)—After ten years of 
progressing into one of Florida's more ar-
tistic metal bands, these guys have chosen 
the logical succession to their last outing, 
Gutter Ballet: a full-on concept album. A 
thematically-linked song-cycle is a risk only 
pursued by the confident (and only the 
strongest survive), but this epic works a bt 
more successfully than might be expected. 
The star of the story is D.T. Jesus, a high-
volume drug dealer-turned-burned-out rock 
star. After being dropped by his label, he 
returns to the addictive streets. He tries once

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again to get his life together, but as he does, 
his rood manager is killed protecting D.T. 
from a drug dealer. Guilt-ridden, lost, and 
confused, he flees looking for answers and 
comes across a dying man: the appcsition of a 
young child steps out of the man's body, and 
D.T. realizes the child is the man's spirit, who 
has come to pieced forgiveness for the man's 
wasted life. D.T. finally finds peace with 
himself, returns to sleep and dreams 
wonderful dreams. Although this is a gross 
over-simplification, the story is actually rather 
stimulating and moving, and the band's 
bombastic and Euro-tinged but memorable 
and melodic power metal (here abetted by a 
choir and symphony, as well) is matched quite 
brilliantly with the story. All twelve tunes are 
strong, and transcend the usual weightiness of 
albums of this nature. Now that we've told 
you the story, play "Sammy And Tex,  "Jesus 
Saves," Can You Hear Me Now and "New 
York City Don't Mean Nothing." (Ri) 

DEADSPOT Built-In Pain (C/Z, 1407 E. 
Madison #41, Seattle, WA 98122/206-323-
4569)—In one of those rare embarrassing 
incidents that happens about once a year, we 
actually reviewed this album when it was 
originally supposed to be released two years 
ago. Well, two dissolved labels later, the 
second LP from Philadelphia's Deadspot has 

finally rolled off of the presses. Although 
similar in style to the band's '88 debut, Adios 
Dude, this album finds their sound honed to a 
shaper edge: producer Jack Endino has 
achieved a strong balance of dirt and clarity, 
and Mike IIles' pit-bull voice wanders ink the 
screech range thankfully less often than before. 
The band's towering riffs often resemble 
Prong's, but Deadspot veer more often into 
punk territory, as evidenced by their cover of 
the Damned's New Rose," which, after all, 
was recorded long before eighty dozen other 
bonds laid it k) wax. Plug "Nightmares," 
"Razors," "Suicide City,  "Out With Your

Also, if you stick to one thing, you'll never 

expand your musical knowledge. You should 

try and do different things. For example, I'm 
working on a project called Dawn, it's totally 

jazzy and doesn't have any vocals at all. 

"I can also see Pestilence going in a jazzy 

direction, because I think that's the most 

creative music around. How many different 

moods can you create with death metal? 

How many atmospheres? One: aggressive. 

That's it. We want to create different moods. 

It's like a human being has different moods 

and this is a reflection of our moods that we 

put in our music. I think that is what every 

band should do —progress. A lot of people, 
I guess, expected us to do Consuming part 

two, but that wouldn't be good for us as 

musicians. We really want to progress, and I 
think melody is it. We don't redly want to 
limit ourselves to two chords. We want to 
play some primitive-type death metal like 

Possessed, and then some technical stuff; like 

on 'Presence Of The Dead," the mid-section 

has a classical-type part. We really want to 

expand into every direction we possibly can, 

so you can't really label us anymore as just 

a typical death metal band. I don't know the 
name or stereotype for what we are trying to 

do, but I think that's the direction we are 

heading: to try and explore new ground."

ALI HASSAN KUBAN From Nubia 
To Cairo (Shanachie, 37 East Clin-
ton Street, Newton, NJ 07860/ 
201-579-7763)—Gather together 
equal measures of Sudan's Abdel Aziz el 
Mubarek, The Musicians of The Nile and 
the Farfisa whine of Cheb Khaled or the 
Archies and you get a rough idea of what's 
in store on this journey From Nubia To 
Cairo. This is wonderful music; bright, 
spirited and exotic. North Africa's mix of 
cultures has made it one of the truly inter-
national cultures, crossed by Turks, Romans, 
Arabs, Christians and omnipresent Euro. 
American radio and cassettes. The com-
bination has yielded much fruit, including 
the currently famous roi music of Algeria 
and Paris. But this is something else again. 
Ali Hassan Kuban successfully bridges both 
sides of the musical Nile, wading into tradi-
tional music one moment, then diving head 
first into the crosscurrents of modern pop. 
Horns, keyboards, drums and accordion 
are the primary colors. Ouds, African 
percussion and voice are the local color. 
Unlike the more incessant push of rai, this 
music has a romantic pull to it, and is more 
resistant to the cliche and the simplified 
dance groove. There are subtle similarities 
to the Congolese rhumba, sharing the same 
insinuations if not the same melodies or 
rhythms. Irresistible cuts would have to in-
clude sinewy "Yah Nasma Yah Halina" 
and "Sukkar, Sukkar, Sukkar" which shares 
with the Archies not only the organ sound, 
but lyrics that argue against reading the 
translations. This is an album by a unique 
artist with a sound like no one else. Take 
your listeners on the trip.

VARIOUS ARTISTS Zydeco Shootout 
At El Sid O'S (Rounder, 1 Camp 
Street, Cambridge MA 021401617-
354-0700)—The fad is over. We're in it 
for the long haul now. As zydeco reaches 
its third generation of popularity, the work 
begins on how to keep it alive and fresh 
without silly pretense or clever chicanery. If 
there's an answer, it might be found in the 
six bands on this new collection. Recorded 
at El Sid O's Zydeco and Blues Club, a 
brand new party place in Lafayette, the 
zydeco capital, Shootout provides a 
positive prognosis for the Louisiana rhythm 
and blues scene. Bands like Pee Wee 
and The Zydeco Boll Weevils sound 
like fresh crawfish compared to the frozen-
food-section big production values of 
Buckwheat or the slick update of Sonnier. 
While there are undeniable new influences 
from pop, ¡azz and other styles, zydeco's 
roots are still strong. Even in the far 
reaches of the set, like Warren Caesar's 
reggae tune "Cocaine Go Away," the 
groove holds on to the Louisiana sod. 
Chicago R&B lives in Jude Taylor and 
The Burning Flames, with guitars and 
saxophones wailing and accordions replac-
g the Hammond organ. Also notable is 
kydeco Force another new band whose 
offerings include a heavy, stomping waltz. 
This collection proves once again that 
zydeco thrives c.à America's great dance 
music; a party without pretense. 

BURNED HEADS LIVE! 
I can honestly say I haven't been to a 
better concert this year than Les Tetes 
Brulees at Toad's Place (New Haven,CT)

HARRY CONNICK JR. Blue Light, 
Red Light (Columbia, P.O. Box 
4450, New York, NY 10101-4450) 
—All right, I admit it: Harry Connick Jr. 
is for real! It's taken three years, and the 
release of this exceptional album of big 
band material, for me to admit that the 
Golden Boy is more than a capable pianist 
and serviceable singer. Interestingly, it's 
Connick Jr.'s ability as a composer—he 
wrote or co-wrote (with Ramsey McLean), 
arranged and orchestrated all 12 songs 
here—that has won me over to his legion 
of followers. Connick Jr. sounded tentative, 
somewhat stiff on his orchestral When 
Harry Met Sally and We Are In 
Love, struggling at times to find his niche 
within an idiom that flowered a full genera-
tion before his birth. But on Blue Light, 
Red Light he caresses the words effort-
lessly, phrasing fluidly and meaningfully 
atop tailor-made arrangements. That these 
tunes sound so convincingly familiar, when 
they are in fact new, testifies to the gran-
deur of this recording. Connick Jr.'s own 
17-piece orchestra expands and contracts 
behind him as the mood dictates, be it the 
loose Dixieish groove of "With Imagina-
tion" (sporting a galvanizing tuba and call-
and-response vocal chorus), the languidly 
melancholic "Last Pay Day," the upbeat 
bounce of "She Belongs To Me" or the 
flog-waving "Just Kiss Me." As a change of 
pace, Connick Jr. croons two ballads, "Jill" 
and "Sonny Cried," accompanied only by 
piano and guitar, respectively. For me, 
Connick, at 24, has arrived in a big way.

Also de-
buting are new ones from the sultry Alex Bugnon (#19) 

and the venerable Maceo Parker (#23). The new school 
year brought five new reporters last week, and four more 
this time, as we welcome CIBL, CFRU, WCCR (NY) and 
WUSM. Let's hit the century mark. We are all saddened by 
the loss of the great Miles Davis on September 28. His 
contributions and legacy will truly last forever. (JAll 
REPORTS PRINTED AFTER TOP 35 REPORTS) 

THIS itt THAT 
In certain respects, multi-reedman SCOTT 
ROBINSON reminds me of a young 
Rahsaan Roland Kirk. The late Kirk, of 
course, was black and blind while Robinson 
is white and sighted, and though Robinson 
lacks Kirk's larger-than-life charisma, he 
does play all manner of woodwind in-
struments and some brass to boot. (Then 
again, Kirk was known to play a half-dozen 
instruments simultaneously.) Anyway, Robin-
son's inaugural outing for Ken Music (301 
W. 57th St., New York, NY 10019), 
Winds Of Change, is a winsome CD 
(recorded in 1986) with 10 originals and 
feisty interaction among the reedman and 
pianist Niels Lan Doky, bassist Ira Coleman 
and drummer Terri Lyne Carrington (Klaus 
Suonsaari on four cuts). Robinson's com-
mand of a plethora of instruments—alto, 
tenor, soprano, C-soprano and bass sax-
ophones plus bass flute, trumpet and alto 
valve trombone—is indeed astonishing, but 
to his credit, he emphasizes expressiveness 
over exhibitionism, making his horns suit the 
music, not the other way around... While 
we're harping on jazz, let's turn to the har-
monica, an instrument that, for all its in-
herent melodicism, has few active practi-

tioners.Toots Thielemans, the Belgian grand 
master, overshadows everyone in the 
category, not that there's much competi-
tion. Enrico Granafei, an Italian Thielemans 
protege now based in New Jersey, works 
here and there around Manhattan, and 
William Galison put out an electronically 
glazed contemporary-crossover album for 
Verve Forecast a while back. Onto the 
scene now comes the European ¡azz har-
monicat HENDRIK MEURKENS, who 
doubles on the vibes and is represented on 
discs from two U.S. labels. Samba Im-
portado (Optimism, 6355 Topanga Canyon 
Blvd., Woodland Hills, CA 91367) is a pop-
styled affair sporting a Brazilian crew per-
forming mostly originals by the leader; 
curiously, Meurkens cedes the vibraphone 
on this Rio-recorded date to the respected 
American vibesman Don Friedman. Sam-
ba Importado (which loses points for the 
unnecessary addition of synthesizer) stands 
a good shot of making headway with con-
temporary-jazz and NAC stations. More to 
my liking is Meurkens' new Concord debut, 
Sambahia, a more cogent bop-samba 
arnalga.n. Recorded in Holland in December 
1990, Sambahia finds Meurkens on both 
vibes and harmonica behind a four-piece 
Brazilian rhythm team and first-rate front-
liners Paquito D'Rivera (alto and clarinet) 
and Claudio Roditi (trumpet and flugel-
horn). As on Smaba Importado, the 
leader penned most of the material. The 
Concord title should find favor with straight-
ahead ¡azz and Latin stations...Continuing 
with the Latin bit, we come to the excep-
tionally potent, undiluted Afro-Cuban big 
band sound of the HISPANIC MUSI-
CIANS ASSOCIATION (H.M.A.) SALSA( 
JAZZ ORCHESTRA. California Salsa 
(Sea Breeze Jazz, P.O. Box 11267, Glen-
dale, CA 91226-7267), new from this 
heavy reed-, brass- and percussion-driven 
orchestra, is an unabashed ¡oy. I could try 
to shame you into auditioning this 12-tune, 
61-minute CD by pointing out that in this 
recessionary climate, projects of this scope 

and depth are seldom attempted. But the 
salsafied jazz charts are so unabashedly 
swinging (the mainstream gems "Take The 
A Train" and "Blue Skies"), the boleros so 
kinetic ("Pensativa," "Noche"), that the 
music provides the best persuasion. The 
nonprofit H.M.A. Salsa/Jazz Orchestra, 
under president/co-leader/trumpeter Bobby 
Rodriguez and orchestrator Paul Lopez, has 
developed into a solid, strong-voiced 
organization over the course of its six-year 
existence, and one hopes it will continue to 
make music as captivating as California 
Salsa...A track or two from California 
Salsa will segue splendidly into a tune 
from the incredible Capitol Jazz (1750 N. 
Vine St., Hollywood, CA 90028) reissue of 
Cuban Fire from the STAN KENTON 
ORCHESTRA. Besides the seven songs 
from the original LP release of Cuban 
Fire in 1956, this CD contains five bonus 
cuts from the 1960 edition of Kenton's 
Mellophonium Orchestra. Slap on one of 
the Johnny Richards-arranged-tracks from 
Cuban Fire and watch your switchboard 
light up... Not in the same masterpiece 
class but nicely crafted and worthy of a 
spin is Free Play (A&M, P.O. Box 118, 
Hollywood, CA 90078). a colorful debut 
resonating with the semi-jazz, semi-classical 
wizardry of composer/pianist/synthesist 
EDUARDO DEL BARRIO. Flutist Hubert 
Laws, bassist Charlie Haden, drummer 
Peter Erksine, percussionist Alex Acuna and 
singer Dianne Reeves ("Lament For A Lonely 
Child") make guest appearances on this 
frequently scintillating collection.

JACKPOT! 

SPAN IC BOYS Strange World 
(Rounder, 1 Camp St., Cambridge, 
MA 021401617-354-0700)—The 
Spanic Boys are back with a another healthy 
dose of their powerful guitar-laden and 
rock infused country songs with a twist. 
On Strange World, Milwaukee's most 
famous father and son duo pick up where 
they left off on last year's much applauded 
self-titled debut, laying down 12 infectious 
tunes that have a positively rootsy feel, while 
at the some time sound amazingly contem-
porary. There's an otherworldlyness about 
the Spanic Boys that can only be explained 
as genetic. Their vocals meld in an Everly 
Brothers kind of way, although those brothers 
never rocked this hard. Their guitar inter-
play congeals into a razor sharp whole, 
even if the liner notes say father Tom plays 
loud guitar and son Ian plays louder guitar. 
Strange World is appropriately named 
as the Spanic's songs concern themselves 
with relationships, but not in the usual way; 
there's lot of surprising wordplay and unex-
pected twists and turns going on under-
neath the pop sheen. Put on your bowling 
shirt and listen to: "My Head Hurts," "Go 
Around," "Made Out Of Steel" and the 
title track. 

RICKY SKAGGS My Father's Son 
(Epic, P.O. Box 4450, New York, 
NY 10101)—Ten years ago Ricky Skaggs 
had the then-revolutionary idea of taking 
country music back to its roots by using 
acoustic instruments and adding a hint of 
bluegrass, arguably touching off the much 
heralded neo-traditional movement. My 
Father's Son is his tenth release for Epic, 
and though Skaggs' star may have lost 
some of it's luster since the mid '80s when 
his releases routinely went gold, this release 
may take him back to the top. There's a 
conceptual theme to this record, reflecting 
a renewed interest in our society of the 
simpler things in life and the importance 
of family life, and a decided edge to most 
of the tracks where his hillbilly roots shine 
through. Highlights include a rollicking duet 
with WayIon Jennings on "Only Daddy 
That'll Walk The Line," the sassy "You 
Can't Take It With You When You Go," 
the bright-eyed vocals of "Simple Life" that 
also features a slew of the new Nashville 
Cats including Bela Fleck, Sam Bush and 
Jerry Douglas and the high voltage "Life's 
Too Long (To Live Like This)." My Father's 
Son is a great collection of songs performed 
with exquisite taste by one of country music's 
original movers and shakers. What else do 
you need to know? 

NANCI GRIFFITH Late Night 
Grande Hotel (MCA, 70 Universal 
City Plaza, Universal City, CA 
91608)—The Queen of "folkabilly" trium-
phantly returns with another set of emo-
tionally charged anthems and heart-rending 
ballads, all anchored by her distinctive, 
crystalline vocals and charming, soulful 
musical arrangements. Late Night 
Grande Hotel has a decidedly more 
upbeat tone than 1988's dark, brooding 
Storms. That's not to say that Griffith has 
become a rocker, just that the songs taken 
as a whole portray a more positive outlook 
on everyday life. "Just Another Morning 
Here," is an exquisite duet with Phil Everly, 
and "Heaven," composed by the now 
famous Julie Gold, are in the classic Griffith 
mold: Glimpses of commonplace events and 
emotions are elevated to unearthly heights 
simply by combining her angelic voice with 
crafty wordplay and inspiring melodies. In 
a different mode is her take on Tom Waits' 
bluesy torch song, "San Diego Serenade," 
where she surprisingly proves her adap-
tablity with a gutsy performance unlike any 
heard from her before. "The Power Lines" 
and "One Blade Shy Of A Sharp Edge," 
are two examples of her witty social com-
mentary. The fact that both songs clock in 
under three minutes and get their messages 
across clearly and memorably, lend creedence 
to the fact that Nanci Griffith is a master 
songwriter and Late Night Grande 
Hotel shows why she's a national 
treasure. 

SHORT SHOTS 
Here's some new releases worthy of your 
attention. There simply aren't enough artists 
working the honky tonk music vein the way 
CHRIS WALL does. No Sweat, his sec-
ond release (Rykodisc, Pickering Wharf, 
Bldg. C, Salem, MA 01970/508-744-7678) 
is a foot-stompin' hoot. Filled with stories of 
whiskey, looking for love, barrooms and 
looking for love in barrooms while drinking 
whiskey, Wall's country is hard. Musically 
he's best compared to Dwight Yoakam, 
while his deep vocals recall a younger Ray 
Benson. His songwriting talents are im-
pressive, memorable for their conciseness 
and clever humor. Check out "I'll Take The 
Whiskey (You Take The Wheel)," "Boots," 
"Hanging Out" and the title traek . On 
the bluegrass side of things is Together 
(Kaleidoscope, P.O. Box 0, El Cerrito, CA 
94530/415-845-9200), a fine colaboration 
by LAURIE LE WIS & KATHY KALLICK. 
First paired as founders of the original 
Good 01' Persons before going their 
separo e ways, each has had a profound 
influence on the current bluegrass scene. As 
a duet they demonstrate an uncanny ability 
to update this genre, using their impeccable 
playing skills and sparkling harmonies, 
while being aided by a host of hot-picking 
friends, most notably Tony Furtado, whose 
banjo work is remarkable. Highlights: "That 
Dawn The Day You Left Me," "Just Like 
Rain" and "Gonna Lay Down My Old 
Guitar." . . . For something completely dif-
ferent, track down a copy of TISH HINO-
JOSA's Aquella Noche (Watermelon, 
P.O. Box 402088, Austin, TX 78704/512-
448-0344). A live recording of her annual 
Cinco de Mayo concert in Austin this year, 
it amply displays Hino¡osa's beautiful voice 
and her love for the traditional songs and 
sounds of her Mexican-American roots. 
Even though the songs are in Spanish, the 

language barrier cannot diminish one's ap-
preciation for the simple beauty and con-
siderable amount of heart obviously present 
in the performance of such songs as "Azul 
Cristal," "Reloj" and "Anos, Meses Y 
Dias" ... Within the past year there have 
been a couple of samplers released spot-
lighting the various folk/country scenes in 
the Boston area, so it only follows that 
Tone-Cool (129 Parker St. Newtown, MA 
02159/212-838-3870) give Beantown's 
blues community some exposure with 
Boston Blues Blast Volume 1. 18 
cool tracks from such well known artists 
as the James Montgomery Band, Luther 
"Guitar Junior" Johnson and Ron Levy 
plus such up-and-comers as the Boogaloo 
Swamis and the 11th Hour Band, it's a hot 
set of a wide variety of styles showing that 
Boston knows how to rock the blues any 
day of the week. 

OPEN YOUR EARS 
It's been quite a while since I've had any 
general comments in this space. Since the 
school year is finally underway and there's 
more than a few of you out there who are 
relatively new to the wonderful world of 
CMJ and college radio, now is as good a 
time as any to get some things off my chest. 
First, Horizons is, as I generally like to 
say, a column about country music for 
people who don't like country music. This 
means a couple things, if your idea of what 
country music is has been shaped by years 
of watching Hee Haw and listening to the 
local radio station that plays too much 
Ronnie Milsap, Don Williams and Barbara 
Mandrel', you probably don't know that 
there's a tremendous amount of current art-
ists from Nashville, Austin and beyond that 
are making interesting and vital new music 
with its roots in traditional American 
sounds. It says CMJ Country at the top of 
this page and I take a pretty wide view of 
what falls into that category, blues, zydeco, 
Tex-Mex, folk, bluegrass, demo tapes and 
certainly the freshest stuff from Nashville all 
get covered. You may not like all the rec-
ords 1 write about or agree with everything 
1 say, but at the very least you should give 
the music a chance. Which leads me to the 
second point I'd like to make, I still don't 
understand why only certain records that 
are considered "alternative," get played 
on college radio and make the CMJ chart 
while others, like the ones I write about or 
are covered in the other genre columns are 
relegated to the speciality programs or 
maybe even ignored. Recently artists as 
diverse as Jimmie Dale Gilmore, the Texas 
Tornados, Marty Brown and John Gorka 
have released albums of superior quality 
that are not getting touched by commercial 
formats in any part of the country yet, 
they've also been ignored by college radio. 
I don't understand why. I know these rec-
ords either have not been top priority rec-
ords for their labels' "alternative" depart-
ments and in Gorka's case, it was associ-
ated with Windham Hill so it ¡ust got pass-
ed off to the ¡azz guy without getting listened 
to. There's more to today's cutting edge 
music that the latest white-boy disco from 
England or grungy hair-swinging metal 
from the Pacific Northwest. Don't pay at-
tention to ¡ust the top 50 records on the 
CMJ chart. Open up your ears to the wide 
variety of music that's available, you and 
your listeners will be rewarded many times 
over.

MI ND O VER M ATTERS 

Canadian Campus Radio: Well, What 
About Some Recognition Anyway?

Canada is currently all the rage at CMJ New Music Report. It has devoted three of its Mind Over Matters reader's columns (and 
possibly more in future) to the subject of Canadian campus radio 

stations. This is all in response to article "Should Canada Give CMJ The 
Cold Shoulder?" by Llyn Adalist of ECM Records. (Adalist, apparently, is 
a former employee of PolyGram Canada.) The article appeared in CMJ's 
July 5, 1991, issue. There have since been two replies in the Dialogue 
sections from both U.S. and Canadian campus programmers, as well as 
a humorous "tribute to Canada," showing that none of the fastest risers 
on the CMJ album chart of the week of August 2 were from Canada. By 
each entry appeared the simple statement "Not from Canada." 
The folks at CMJ must be getting a great yuk over the hoopla because 

they are all too supportive of Canadian new music. Recent "cover picks" 
in the last year include albums by Meryn CadeII and the Dream War-
riors. CMJ frequently reviews Canadian records, whether they are released 
stateside or not, independent or major label. The Dream Warriors, Blue 
Rodeo, Tragically Hip, Bootsauce, Skinny Puppy, Sarah McLachlan, and 
even indies like the Rheostatics and Ottawa's Scarlet Drops have ap-
peared on CMJ's promo Certain Damage CDs. 
In Adalist's article, she advocates that CMJ drop all Canadian campus 

radio stations which report playlists to it. She also discourages U.S. 
record companies from servicing records to Canadian stations because 
most of them will be released in Canada anyway. She points out that 
by the time campuses in Canada finish playing a U.S. import, it will be 
available in Canada but not heard on a regular basis anymore, which 
therefore causes a loss of sales to the record company. 
Adalist then proceeds to bungle her article by not knowing diddly 

about the National Campus Radio Association's Top 50 album chart 
(which has existed for over year), or, seemingly, about the NCRA's long-
standing efforts to unify Canadian campus stations. Having been involved 
in campus radio for most of the '80s, I know that the NCRA's work has 
been going on for at least 15 years. But Adalist, in her 11 years of 
wisdom in promotion and publicity in Canada, is utterly ignorant of 
Canadian campus in general, preferring to revel in her chart numbers 
which obviously are the foci of her professional interests. Why can't 
anyone at a record company stand up for campus radio anyway, and in 
writing please? 

"There is simply no good reason to 
segregate Canada from the U.S here 
[in CMJ]." 

But why shouldn't Canadian campus stations be recognized outside of 
their own country? 30 or so stations spread out across Canada offer its 
natural (if far-reaching, physically) national image. I am sure the quality 
is equal to the gazillion campus stations in the U.S. which report to CMJ 
weekly. There is simply no good reason to segregate Canada from the 
U.S. here. While the U.S. stations can't garner more than friendship 
and information (cegad, networking) from their Canadian counterparts, 
Canadian stations could use the recognition in magazines and at con-
ferences in the U.S. that would make Canada much more immediately in-
volved in the entire North American picture of new rock music. Granted, 
there are certain differences in Canadian programming—the dedication 
to Canadian performers; the tendency to acquire and play more obscure 
U.K. releases than U.S. stations (aherall, we're part of the Common-
wealth); the inconsistency of "format" within the small amount of Cana-
dian campus stations (some are very commercially-oriented, others are 
as alternative as their listeners will let them be). But everybody benefits 
when everybody communicates and plays ball. 
The reactions to Adalist's article have been interesting. NCRA chart 

contributor Janice Fike's reply in the July 26 issue of CMJ, "Should CMJ 
Give Canada The Cold Shoulder?," maintains that more Canadian cam-
pus stations should report to CMJ because it benefits them to be serviced 
by U.S. companies. She points out the legitimacy of Canadian campus 
stations would be questioned if this didn't happen. She feels, essentially, 
that any heightened adversity would begin to tear down everything that 
has been "built' to dote in the Canadian campus radio community. She 
also points out quite rightly that Adalist's old company, PolyGram, was 
boycotted by Canadian campus stations not long ago. They banned all 
PolyGram products for one month after PolyGram discontinued providing 
promotional records to them. PolyGram conceded, but provides only 
alternative music releases free (which do not, incidentally, include ECM 
products, distributed by PolyGram in Canada—maybe Canadian cam-
puses should boycott ECM, to serve as a reminder to Adalist of her passe 
thoughts). 

THE DEATH OF THE 
COOL 
Jazz legend and trumpet pioneer 
Miles Davis died on September 28 
at the age of 65 of complications 
from pneumonia. Davis was a 
composer and bandleader who 
had a towering impact on the last 
50 years of American music, a 
prolific performer who helped 
change the face of ¡azz music 
forever. He was a creator and 
participant in every major devel-
opment in ¡azz since the 1940s, 
when, still in his teens, he began 
playing alongside the likes of Dizzy 

Gillespie, Charlie Parker and 
Clark Terry. In the late '40s, 
Davis began developing his own 
style with the landmark The 
Complete Birth Of The 
Cool, and soon after, his name 
became synonymous with the word 
"cool." He led the beginnings of 
the fusion movement in the late 
'60s, and his most recent releases 
had shown him leaning back to 
the earlier bebop style. A new 
album was in the works for 
Warner Bros., the plans for which 
were not known at press time. He 
is survived by four children from 
his three marriages. 

ATCO AND EAST 
WEST AMERICA 
MERGE 
The Atlantic Group has announced 
the merger of the Atco and East 
West America record labels into a 
single, unified company, to be 
known as Atco/East West Rec-
ords. The freestanding division 
will be headed by former East 
West America CEO Sylvia Rhone, 
who will take the title of chairman 
and CEO. All artists currently 
recording for these two labels will 

still retain their separate label 
identifications, but their releases 
will be worked by a newly-es-
tablished joint staff. According to 
Atlantic Group co-CEO Doug 
Morris, "This move is an integral 
part of an overall, long-term plan 
to continually strengthen our 
presence, to ensure that The 
Atlantic Group remains on the 
leading edge of this ever-
changing industry." Labels 
distributed through either Atco 
or East West, such as Interscope, 
will not be affected. 

Dave Keighley's reply in CMJ's August 2 issue, "Canada Has Got Its 
Shit Together," is the best written account of campus radio as it has pro-
gressed in Canada which I have read. It makes me feel, personally, that 
all my hours volunteering to run and program a cable-FM station were 
never in vain. If there is any article to convince anybody of Canadian 
campus radio's legitimacy, it is this one. Bravo, Dave! 
So, to conclude all of this rambling, I suggest that at least a half page 

in CMJ be devoted to Canadian campus radio. Canadian stations 
deserve to acquire U.S. imports and vice-versa. Canadian stations need 
and deserve the exposure and recognition in the U.S. It is the next 
logical step to further legitimize Canadian campus radio to the world 
and, as always, to Canada itself.

Long Island's commercial alter-
native giant WDRE presented its 
Modern Rock Fest 1991 the last 
week of September, featuring 21 
bands at six different locations 
throughout the area, with all pro-
ceeds going to charity. On this 
particular night, many in the crowd 
were introduced to the Aquanet-
tas, who caught the attention of 
many in attendance who were 
more familiar with the more radio 
exposed Milltown Brothers. The 
Aquanettas played mostly new 
material from their new demo col-
lection, and their Velvet Under-
ground and Rolling Stones in-
fluences were evident in the close-
knit set. Led by vocalist Debbi 
Schwartz, whose multi-styled 
range epitomized the varying 
styles the band played, especially 
on the last few songs which in-
cluded the dancey "Woe" and 
the winding retro-groove of "Len-
ny's Addiction". The Aquanettas 
gave more proof to the argument 
that pop should have no bound-
aries, whether it be gender or 
carriage. England's Milltown 
Brothers took the stage next, 
looking like their collective age 
was still below drinking age. Their 
youthfulness translated into onstage 
exuberance as their Hammond 
swirl and Matt Nelson's charming 
voice gave an irresistible hook to 
their catchy tunes. Led by "Which 
Way Should I Jump?" and (ac-
cording to them their favorite) 
"Seems To Me," the Milltown 
Brothers played with a geniune 
enthusiasm that was refreshing in 
a time when too many things are 
beginning to sound alike.

MATTHE W SWEET

Matthew Sweet's first live set in 
recent memory was bound by 
several obstacles, not the least of 
which were a chatty, mostly in-
dustry crowd and several technical 
difficulties, including a blown fuse 
in an amp and painful feedback 
throughout one song. What shone 
through the questionable mix was 
the passion and warmth of Sweet's 
songs. Backed by a tight band 
that included seminal guitarist 
Richard Lloyd, who also plays 
on Sweet's upcoming album 
Girlfriend, and bassist Chris 
Harford, Sweet showed off many 
of the standout tracks from Girl-
friend. The soaring power-pop 
songs like "Divine Intervention," 
"Evangeline" and "Girlfriend" 
came off the best, showing off 
both Sweet's skills at constructing 
and pulling off a powerful song 
and Lloyd's prowess at playing 
hooks and leads which carry them 
to such heights. Ballads like 
"Thought I Knew You" and "You 
Don't Love Me," which radiate a 
beautiful, painful melancholy on 
the album, unfortunately fell vic-
tim to the muddled sound. A cou-
ple of covers showed a sense of 
fun and intent: a slowed down 
version of Neil Young's "When 
You Dance" and a fun rendition 
of Richie Valens' "Bluebirds Over 
The Mountain."
