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The record industry has come a

long way from the time when all

disks had “A’' and “B” sides. But
unfortunately, while the records are

no longer so marked, the thinking

on the part of many people in the

industry has not changed.

Too many record execs still think

in terms of “A” and “B” sides, thus

diminishing the chances of half

their output. But even more im-

portantly, too many publishers

think that way.

Several times in the last few
months we have heard publishers

say that they weren’t going to work
on their side of a record because the

record company was obviously go-

ing on the other side. That is one of

the most self-destructive ways of

thinking we can imagine in our busi-

ness.

In the record industry, it would
take someone who is clairvoyant to

tell which is the hit side in most
cases. A publisher who decides

that the other publisher’s song is the

hit is either clairvoyant—which we
doubt—or else so bent on not hav-

ing a hit that in almost every case he

succeeds.

A timid publisher is no publisher

at all. A publisher who is discour-

aged before he even gets public re-

action is paying a disservice to the

whole business. A publisher who
thinks his job is finished when he

gets the record is one who doesn’t

know the functions of a publisher.

A publisher who takes his BMI or

ASCAP money and lives on it in-

stead of using it to create more hits

and greater income for himself soon
won’t be a publisher.

Although many people talk about
our business as an irresponsible one,

they are wrong. There is great re-

sponsibility in the record industry.

And publishers rank among the top

in the responsibility they must as-

sume. For a publisher who loses a

hit for lack of working on it is

not only betraying the record com-
pany, the artist, and the writers, hut

he is betraying everyone else in the

industry. We all know that nothing

stimulates the record business as

much as a hit. One smash affects the

sales of all records currently on the

market for it draws customers into

the stores who while they* re there

buy more records, records which
they might not have come in to buy
had it not been for the hit.

Losing a potential hit because a

publisher is afraid to take the risk

of working on it, is the height of

irresponsibility, the depth of resig-

nation of one’s duties.

As we said, it s been a long time

since record firms marked their rec-

ords “A* and **B*‘. As soon as some
publishers’ thinking catches up with

the actions of the diskeries. the

healthier will be our entire music

industry, the more dynamic will it

he, the more prosperous.

They are all classic—songs which she helped make classics. And they were
recorded only a few weeks ago. Judy is a great performer and this LP will

no doubt be a great seller. It’s already high on the hit list and should continue
going up.

Jackie Gleason becomes more versatile every day—or so it seems. He has been

However, on his latest release, “Romantic
Jazz”, Gleason diverts a bit from his slow velvety stuff and renders a number
of great oldies with an accelerated tempo but still retaining the lush flowing
sound of the string section. The choice of material, as in the past, is excellent.

But it’s refreshing to hear something new and exciting from the TV and
wax star. On many numbers in this LP, the string section works softly and
slowly in the backdrop while the brass, woods, and rhythm work in an up
tempo in the foreground creating a most attractive sound. Should be another
top seller for the “Big Mr. G”.

Her strong, dramatic and experienced voice is tough to beat on a good love
song. She has great control and gives the lyrics a special meaning. For anyone
collecting standards, this is an album to get.

NEW YORK—When Columbia out-

bid the other diskeries for the original

sound track of “I Never Knew,” tune

from the picture “Pete Kelly’s Blues,”

it won the side but lost its advantage

over competing firms in a delay that

postponed the release until two other

versions were also ready for release.

The cause for the delay was a

clause in the purchase agreement, in-

sisted upon by Jack Webb, that the

flip side be “Pete Kelly’s Blues” per-

formed on an orchestrion. The orches-

trion, as described by Webster, is “a

large music box like an elaborate

barrel organ, with stops imitating or-

chestral instruments.” It became

necessary to make involved arrange-

ments to cut “Pete Kelly’s Blues.”

Lawrence Cook, one of the few artists

capable of doing this, did the session

on Wednesday, October 12, and the

completed two-sided release was avail-

able by Tuesday, October 18.

Mercury Records has issued a Jan

August version and Dot Records is

on the market with one by Johnny
Maddox.

The race for top honors by the three

records may be the initial shots that

will launch a new sound craze in the

music business. And—it was all started

by Bill Randle, WERE-Cleveland, O.

disk jockey, when he put a dubbed

version of the original sound track

on the air.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Robert C.
Watson, Commissioner of Patents, ad-
vised that applications for patents
are being filed in the United States
Patent Office at a pace the patent ex-
aminers are finding difficult to follow.
At the present time there are approxi-
mately 140,000 applications awaiting
action by a staff of 610 examiners.
In the last twenty years, Watson
pointed out, the number of applica-
tions received by the patent office has
ranged from a low of less than 44,000
in fiscal 1944, to a new high of almost
79.000 in 1955. The Commissioner
states he anticipates that in the next
few years applications will be flowing
into the Patent Office at a rate of
80.000 a year.

while distributors sold the merchan-
dise which was being shipped to them.

Instead, business continues to boom
and distributors continue to call for
still more machines, even tho many
of the distributors have exceeded for-

i mer quantity purchases by wide mar-
f
gins.

The result is that the manufac-
!
turers are stepping up their produc-
tion schedules to meet this increase
of orders.

They report that the increase is

from all areas around the nation on
a more or less equal basis.

This, in itself, has caused quite a
bit of elation in many quarters here.

It indicates, these people report, that
the entire country is enjoying very
(fine business, and not just certain
sections of the nation.

This past summer, as some pointed
out, tho business on an overall level

was very good, it was spotty. Many
areas fell down either due to the tre-

mendous record-breaking heat waves
or else business just slumped. A
spotty condition of this kind is never
indicative of a boom, these men claim.

This time, one of the reasons all

feel joyous here, is due to the fact
that the orders are coming in from
all areas in the nation on an equal
basis. This continues to impress sales

managers here.

They say, “This is definitely a boom
and it’s continuing to grow greater
right along.”

“What is even more impressive,”
one sales manager here reports, “is

the fact that demand for our games
continues to grow, instead of dimin-
ish, even after our distributors have
purchased more so far this Fall sea-

son than they ever did before.

“This means,” he claims, “that the
sale of new equipment is growing all

over the nation.

“The trade realizes it’s the new

income for all concerned,” he con-

cludes.

One manufacturer here probably
covered the entire situation when he
said, “I believe, from all present in-

dications, that this Fall-Winter sea-

son is going to be the best the indus-
try has enjoyed in years.”

keeps the game he knows that the long established, leading manu-
facturers will still he in business and will always maintain replace-
ment parts for him.

“Certainly”, one leader adds, “this is worth a lot more than just
the few dollars difference to the buyer between what these small new
producers are asking and what a distributor of a top factory requires
for the same type equipment.”

One after the other here are astonished at the fact that certain
buyers have once again left themselves financially vulnerable by
purchasing equipment from makers who aren’t planning far ahead
so as to be able to last in this field.

“By selling cheap, just to make a fast sale and grab a quick profit,

the operator realizes that such a producer definitely isn’t planning
to remain long in business. Otherwise he would have to place a
decent profit on his product, so that he could be in business when
the buyer required his services, regardless of how many months or
years later this would be”, said one man.

The operators, themselves, by adopting dime play, by setting up
front money guarantees, by more efficiently conducting their busi-
nesses, leaders here state, show that they plan to remain in business
for a long time to come.

Certainly, then, these men believe, if the operators arrange their
plans so that they will remain in business for a long time to come,
they don’t want to purchase from people, because of a few dollars
differential, who don’t arrange their plans so that they will also be
in business for a long time and be able to service the buyers of their

equipment.

“The answer is simply this”, one leader here stated, “the very
same situation which arose in the kiddie ride field may arise again.

For a very short while it will create chaos. Some few buyers will lose

out. The great majority are too intelligent to be taken in. Many
have already learned their lesson in this sort of thing over the years.

“It’s just like buying a bargain suit”, he continued, “that shrinks
out of size in the first rain. Those who are buying because they think
they’re getting a ‘bargain’ will find, in due time, that they actually

got stuck.

“There’s nothing in the world’s history of business”, he con-

cluded, “that can replace reputation, prestige and years and years

of experience and background. This is what the reliable, leading
distributors all over the country, as well as the long established
manufactories, have to offer buyers against cut price bargains—that
just aren’t bargains—which they may later regret.”

CHICAGO—“Here we go again—in again—out again—right

back to the same old story of a ‘bargain price’ attracting certain

buyers who don’t stop to think of the consequences and what the

future means to buyers of income-producing equipment”, is the

statement made by one leader here discussing the sudden inflex of

producers of pool games.

“It’s just like the sudden rush and crush small producers into

the kiddie ride business sometime ago”, he continued.

“These men came crashing into the kiddie ride manufacturing
field helter-skelter, without any thought for the future, or of setting

themselves up so that they could outlast any troubled market con-

ditions.

“All know what resulted”, he reminded, “when they passed out

of the field. But”, he said, “before they passed out of business they

not only upset the entire field by being responsible for busting up
commissions, by leaving equipment in the hands of operators that

needed replacement parts and repairs, but even sent in equipment
which they had promised the buyers could return if not 100% satis-

fied. But there was now no place to return such equipment.

This leader is not the only one, here in this manufacturing center

of the industry, who is wondering whether some buyers will ever
learn the lesson of buying just for price alone.

One well known distributor here said, “We have to expect this

sort of competition everytime something new and different comes
to market. Just like those operators who purchased the kiddie rides

of unknown manufacturers know, there is no trade-in value on those
kiddie rides.

“The same will prove true of the pool games made by such
people. They, too, will pass out of the business. Then when the
operator needs a replacement part or some major repair or wants to

trade the game in, he runs into a very embarrassing situation”, he
concluded.

The fact remains, leaders here report, that the difference in price

I
is so small that it isn’t even a matter of real consideration in the pur-

I

chase of a product from a well known leading distributor who has a
reputation to maintain in his territory and represents a game that is

made by a long established and reputable manufacturer.

The few dollars difference is certainly worth the cooperation of
a leading distributor whose entire mechanical and service depart-
ments are at the beck and call of his customers, leaders here em-
phatically state.

Another thing, they say, regardless of how long the operator

It was pointed out that a
Dictionary of New Words in English
defines a “juke box” as “an automatic
gramophone started by inserting a
coin.”

(Ed. note: Webster’s New Collegi-
ate Dictionary, circulated in the

United States, defines a “juke box”
as: “an automatic player of phono-
graph records that plays one record
on deposit of a coin in a slot”).

“The Cash Box Price Lists”

[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine
Industry) BLUE BOOK”]

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear
in the quotation of high and low prices of certain

equipment. Like any true reporter “The Price Lists”

can only feature the market prices as they are

quoted. “The Price Lists” acts exactly the same as

the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange

—

posting the prices as they are quoted for the past

week, regardless of how much they may seem to be
out of line. Some prices do not change for months.
“The Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain

the last known quotations for such equipment so

that the subscriber at least has the last known prices

as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely
divergent. Someone on the West Coast may feel a
certain machine worth $150.00 whereas someone on
the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of
course, serial, appearance, demand, territory, quan-
tity, and condition of equipment must be taken into
consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstand-
ing firms, having a reputation for shipping com-
pletely reconditioned machines, will be offered at

higher prices than others, due to the added cost of
reconditioning.) “The Price Lists” reports each quo-
tation exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-
scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the
peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Price Lists” should be read as
follows: First price listed is lowest price quoted for
the week; Second price listed is highest price
quoted.

FOREIGN BUYERS: To cover cost of packing,
crating, shipping, etc, figure an additional $20 to
$25 on Pin Games—and $25 to $30 on Phonographs.

REGARDING SELLING PRICES

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, pur-

chasers become upset due to the fact that they can-

not, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower

price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed

at from $10.00 to $25.00 ask from $50.00 up to $75.00

and even more for these very same machines. Pur-

chasers of such equipment must realize that machines
in the very low priced categories much worn to be
priced at these low figures. To completely recondi-

tion such machines, the reconditioner must add onto

his price the cost of transportation to obtain these

machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed to re-

condition the machines, plus the cost of cartons,

crates and labor for packing and shipping of the ma-
chines, in addition to a decent profit which will, in

most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00

machine to anywhere from $50.00 to $75.00 and up.

In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that

many of the parts have to be made by hand or

contracted for at some machinist shop, since

manufacturers of many of the old arcade machines
and kiddie rides are no longer in business, and it is

impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Pur-
chasers of such equipment should take these facts into

consideration and, at the same time, should also real-

ize that many buyers today have their own repair and
reconditioning departments as well as experienced
mechanics. These buyers will purchase machines “as
is” at prices quoted by the trade at large and recon-
dition the machines themselves to meet their own
operating standards.
