As for

the former the two pieces that will be appreciated by his fans are “If You
Are But A Dream” and “Because”. Roy’s steadily growing popularity should

make this set a chart contender.

Richard Hayman, who is currently in the torrid battle for the top “Three

Penny Opera Theme” waxing, dishes out some ear-pleasing mood music

sounds as a conductor and performer. His instrument, of course, is the har-

monica. His material consists of Latin-type rhythms (“Flirtango”, “Blue

Tango” and “Similau”), ballads (ie. “Misty” and “Carol”) and novelties

(“Gobelues” and “On Stage”). With lush strings and an equally lush har-

monica a romantic mood is provided, and also, in spots, good fun. The set

should have a favorable reaction to the mood music purchasers. Most of the

Louis Armstrong the ambassador is a unique talent. His recent barnstorming

tour through Europe and his immense popularity there must have greatly

improved our nation’s foreign relations. Some solid reasons why both sides

of the Atlantic hail Armstrong are present in this Decca release. True that

there may be a frog in Louis’ throat, but there is also great feeling in his

singing technique. Satchmo runs through 12 standards that he has been more
or less associated with. They include such pieces as “A Kiss To Build A Dream
On”, “La Vie En Rose” and “C’est Si Bon”. Though the set is principally

Armstrong the singer, some selections (ie. “Because Of You”) have some fine

trumpet solos by him. Decca should have a real sales winner here.

As an outstanding

example Mary Martin sings the Cole Porter tune that made her a star over-

night, “My Heart Belongs To Daddy”. Those who recall Irene Dunne the

singer will delight in her polished rendition of Jerome Kern’s “Lovely To
Look At”. TV star-comedienne Martha Raye sings in a 1939 pressing of

“Once In Awhile”. Some other stars presented are such greats as Ethel Mer-
man, Jane Froman, Ella Logan, and Helen Morgan. For the sentimental

folks and those who want pure entertainment value this disk will provide

countless hours of fascinating listening.

The selections offered on this disk show that

Miss Atwell can tackle numbers with more intricate rhythms than the

average tune. Most of the material therefore consists of Latin, Ragtime,
and Boogie Woogie waxings. Some of the brighter numbers include her big

English smash “The Black And White Rag”, “17th Century Boogie” and “El
Cumbanchero”. For those who seek highly rhythmic music played with verve

and color, this package ought to be part of their platter collection. Miss Atwell
will soon visit these shores and will appear on Ed Sullivan’s TVer. This should

further the sale of this platter.

The tunes
employed are also in keeping with the desired effects aimed at. The selections

of particularly high quality include “My Silent Love”, “Where Or When” and
“Pcinciana”. Colorful package. The platter can expect a good return for
the high quality of the work that went into it.

It was Cyril Ritchard who probably made the most lovable bad man that the
entertainment world has known. That role, viewed twice by millions on TV,
was the naughty, yet amusing Captain Hook in the musical version of “Peter
Pan”. The newly formed Dolphin record firm offers another in its series of
“different” releases. This time Mr. Ritchard offers his talents on nine off-beat
pieces. They are sung humorously, and at times satirically, by the English
performer. Satire is the thing as far as “Color Blind” is concerned. Two
cute Adler-Ross novelty love songs, “You’re So Much A Part Of Me” and
“When Am I Gonna Meet Your Mother?” are two numbers with refreshing
twists toward romantic tunes. Other selections on the disk are in joyful keeping
with Mr. Ritchard’s delightful personality. Those who enjoy song oddities
will find this set an important acquisition. Theatregoers will consider this
a must.

“HAROLD ARLEN AND HIS SONGS”—Harold Arlen—Capitol T 635 (1-12"
LP)

I'VE GOT THE WORLD ON A STRING; AC-CENT-TCHU-ATE THE POSITIVE; COME RAIN OR

Writing one standard is an accomplishment. Writing dozens is a rarity. Yet
Harold Arlen is one of the few to have accomplished the latter. An excellent
representative example of Arlen’s great creative capacity is represented by
the composer himself on a new Capitol recording. Most of Arlen’s com-
positions have been underscored with a jazz quality. In that respect such
favorites as “One For My Baby”, “Blues In The Night”, and “The Gal That
Got Away” serve as typical examples. His knack for tricky rhythms is brought
out in such material as “Ac-cent-tchu-ate The Positive” and “Two Ladies In
De Shade Of De Banana Tree”. Last but emphatically not least have been
Arlen’s lovely ballads of which “Over The Rainbow” and “Let’s Fall In Love”
have become an inseparable part of our popular music heritage. All these
and others are sung by the composer with clarity and with sincerity. With
such an array of all-time hits on one LP performed with a composer’s under-
standing of his own tunes, the set should become a terrific sales item.

“THE SEASONS OF LOVE”—with Malcolm Lockyer and His Orchestra

Each season of the year can boast of its own songs. And some are the best
melodies ever written. The soft and lush orchestra of England’s Malcolm
Lockyer catches the spirit of three numbers from each of the four seasons.
The pieces include such delectable ditties as “It Might As Well Be Spring”,
“Easter Parade”, “Summertime” and “I’ve Got My Love To Keep Me Warm”.
Attractive package. The set should move well as a mood music entry.

CLASSICAL
BRUCH—Concerto No. 2, In D Minor, Op. 44—WIENIAWSKI—Concerto No.
2 In D Minor, Op. 22—Jascha Heifetz, Violinist—RCA Victor Symphony Or-
chestra—Izler Solomon, Conductor—RCA Victor LM-1931 (1-12" LP)
Two works which have not made their well deserved dent in the LP catalogue
are given the perfectionist treatment by the great violin virtuoso Jascha
Heifetz. The compositions are violin concertos by Max Bruch and Henri Wien-
iawski. BrUch’s “Concerto No. 2, in D Minor” is a romantic and melodious
work that is played with artful grace and sentiment by Heifetz. Wieniawski’s
“Concerto No. 2, in D Minor” contains many delicate and lovely passages.
It requires a more demanding run through by Heifetz. This he meets with
beauty of tone and understanding. The RCA Victor Symphony under Izler Solo-
mon supports the violinist’s mastery with noticeable competence. These ne-
glected works shouldn’t be left out of the classical lover’s collection. The disk’s
name value will greatly aid its sales.

GRIEG: Concerto In A Minor For Piano and Orchestra, Op. 16—RACHMAN-
INOFF: Rhapsody On A Theme Of Paganini For Piano And Orchestra, Op. 43
—Abbey Simon, Piano with Willem Van Otterloo Conducting The Hague Phil-
harmonic Orchestra—Epic LC-3182 (1-12" LP)
Besides having an admiring audience within the limits of strict classical music
Edvard Grieg and Sergei Rachmaninoff have always been able to transmit
their lovely compositions to music’s more popular audience. Grieg’s “Concerto
In A Minor” ranks as one of his most often heard and beloved works. Rach-
maninoff’s “Rhapsody On A Theme Of Paganini” is a favorite that tends to
have its audience in the more serious music domain. Both works are given a
delightful reading by pianist Abbey Simon and The Hague Philharmonic
Orchestra under notable Willem Van Otterloo’s direction. Overall sales of this
disk will probably be tied to the nationalistic and very familiar melodic themes
of the Greig opus.

“GUITAR MUSIC OF LATIN AMERICA”—Laurindo Almeida, Guitar—Cap-
itol P-8321 (1-12")

The Spanish speaking nations have always held the guitar in high esteem
not only as an instrument of popular music but one that can be a medium for
classical compositions too. Many Latin-American composers have written
works for the guitar. In the classical division such men as Heitor Villa-Lobos
and Agustin Barrios are outstanding. Four of Villa-Lobos’ guitar pieces and
two of Barrios’ comprise six of the twelve classical offerings. These short
pieces are intricate and subtle tidbits that require extreme conti’ol of the
instrument. The disk’s artist, famed guitarist Almeida, and also the composer
of the three pressings on the platter, handles the delicate chores with hand-
some artistry. Other pieces on the disk are in a lighter and simpler vein. Superb
sound. Unique offering to pop-classical followers.

One of the most important and timely films to come out of Hollywood in quite
a while is The Man With The Golden Arm”. Its subject previously untouchable
in American motion pictures, is drug addiction. Elmer Bernstein has provided
the film with a part jazz score that is memorable in its description of what an
addict goes through to overcome his plight. Though most of the music is
underlined with a jazz quality, some selections are strictly in the iazz medium.
One such number is “Audition” which is, as all the other jazz pieces, admirably
tieated by Shorty Rogers and His Giants featuring Shelly Manne on drums.
The overall score has a stark tone and becomes, near the end of “The Cure”,
lyrical. It should rank as one of the classic musical pieces expressly written
for motion pictures. Though the set has an assured jazz audience the pop
market may take an interest in the package.

Columbia to Release

Carl Fisher’s

“Reflections”

BEVERLY HILLS, CAL.— With
the release this Spring of the new Paul

Weston recording for Columbia of the

late Carl Fischer’s orchestral suite,

“Reflections of An Indian Boy,” a 15-

year dream comes true.

Fischer, longtime arranger-accom-

panist for singing star Frankie Laine,

died in 1954, at the age of 41. Laine’s

close friend, as well as business as-

sociate, he paired with the singer

to write many of Laine’s record hits.

A three-quarter Cherokee Indian,

Fischer had one dream—the comple-

tion of his Indian Suite, a tribute-in-

music to his people. He worked on it

for over a decade and a half.

Through the years, nine musical

sketches took shape and in March,
1954, he completed the work and set

about putting it on paper. Six days
later, he died in his sleep of a heart

attack.

Fortunately, Laine and Fischer had
tape-recorded it. Without these tapes,

the music would have been lost with
Fischer’s passing, since only one of the

nine movements had been written
down.

Nearly five months after Fischer’s
untimely death, in August, 1954, Vic-
tor Young, who had since orchestrated
it, conducted the Cleveland Symphony
in the world premiere of “Reflections
of an Indian Boy.” With Fischer’s
widow and two children in the audi-
ence, 6,000 people jammed the concert
hall to gi-eet the new work with over-
whelming approval.

Then, in Hollywood last year, Co-
lumbia Records’ executives heard the
tapes. Paul Weston, musical director
of Columbia’s West Coast operations,
decided to record it himself, and the
result will be in record stores through-
out the country very soon.

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WASHINGTON, D. C.—The Com-
merce Department issued its annual

report on gross national production

and national income this week. Its

figures show that the nation set a new
production record of $387.25 billion

worth of goods and services in 1955.

This was $26.5 billion, or 7% per cent,

more than the total production in

1954. It was also higher than the

previous peak, established in 1953, by
$22.75 billion, or 6 per cent. Principal

factors in the economic upsurge of

1955, the report said, was due to the

heightened levels of consumer spend-

ing, residential construction, business

spending for new plant and equip-

ment, and outlays of State and local

governments. Total national income
reached a record high of $322.25 bil-

lion. This was an increase over 1954

by just over $22.5 billion, or 7% per

cent. This, also, was approximately

$18.75 billion, or 6 per cent, higher

than the previous record national in-

come of about $303.5 billion in 1953.

PARIS, FRANCE — Operators in
most territories of the United States,
in addition to their multitude of heavy
expenses, have to contend with gov-
ernmental taxes for equipment on
location. In some areas, operators have
to pay several taxes—county, city and
state. In a few areas, some operators
are fortunate in that they do not pay
any of these type taxes. In others, the
tax is so high that machines cannot
be operated. But look at what the
operators of amusement and music
machines have to contend with in
Paris. During 1955 the tax was around
$225 per machine per year. Coinmen
protested these taxes so bitterly, that
effective January 1, 1956 they were
given some relief. All they have to
pay now is around $160 per machine
per year. In France, every city or
town, has the privilege of establish-
ing its own taxes up to the top figure
Paris was paying in 1955.

TORONTO, CANADA — Like the
United States, Canadians are looking
to the future and speculating as to
its progress. Recently, J. E. Coyne,
Governor of the Bank of Canada
touched upon probable changes in the
Canadian economy and economic poli-
cies that might well occur by 1975.
He indicated that there was a pos-
sibility of a 50 per cent population
rise and a gross national product, at
1955 prices, of probably $55 billion,

more than double the amount indicated
for 1955. At the present time the
“Gordon” Commission, comprised of
five commissioners drawn from differ-
ent parts of Canada, is studying
Canada’s economic prospects. A re-
port will be forthcoming late this year.

“Right in the very midst of a pro-

duction rush to get out as many of our

pool games and also our sensational

new in-line game, ‘Caravan,’ we sud-

denly began to receive orders from the

Midwest and East for our ‘Regulation’

and ‘Topnotch Shuffle Alley’ games.

DeSelm believes that this is due to

“a pent up demand” that was gather-

ing force for some weeks as the trade

switched completely over to pool tables.

“It’s difficult to figure out,” DeSelm

said, “just what brought about this

sudden spurt of business for such large

numbers of our shuffle alleys, but,

whatever it was, it came in with such

a rush that it has temporarily back-

logged us.

“We are trying our very best to

meet the orders that have already

come in to our factory and that are

arriving every day.”

DeSelm attributed part of this sud-

den demand from the Midwest and the
Eastern areas to the fact that few
shuffle alleys have gone out to these
territories in sometime now.

The players must have been demand-
ing new equipment to the point where
the operators realized that they just

had to obtain new games or lose loca-

tions, United execs believe.

“Of course,” DeSelm said, “we are
getting ever closer to the spring sea-
son and, perhaps, some of this sudden
demand can be attributed to the fact
that with spring soon here the opera-
tors are preparing their locations for
the time when thev will be going to

the outdoor spots and will be moving
some of their equipment away from
their city locations.”

In the meantime United’s plant con-
tinues as one of the busiest here with
a six-day work week in force and
plans to even step up the work as soon
as needed.

"The Cash Box Price Lists”

[Also known as the “C. M. I. (Coin Machine
Industry) BLUE BOOK”]

FOREWORD: Many times, wide differences appear
in the quotation of high and low prices of certain

equipment. Like any true reporter “The Price Lists”

can only feature the market prices as they are
quoted. “The Price Lists” acts exactly the same as

the market quotation board at the Stock Exchange

—

posting the prices as they are quoted for the past
week, regardless of how much they may seem to be
out of line. Some prices do not change for months.
“The Price Lists,” rather than show no price, retain
the last known quotations for such equipment so
that the subscriber at least has the last known prices
as a basis to work with. Prices may be very widely
divergent. Someone on the West Coast may feel a
certain machine worth $150.00 whereas someone on
the East Coast may think it worth but $75.00. Of
course, serial, appearance, demand, territory, quan-
tity, and condition of equipment must be taken into
consideration. (Some equipment offered by outstand-
ing firms, having a reputation for shipping com-
pletely reconditioned machines, will be offered at

higher prices than others, due to the added cost of
reconditioning.) “The Price Lists” reports each quo-
tation exactly as it is made and depends on the sub-
scriber to make average price adjustments to fit the
peculiarities of his territory.

METHOD: “The Price Lists” should be read as
follows: First price listed is lowest price quoted for
the week; Second price listed is highest price
quoted,

IMPORTANT!
Reports received indicate that, in some cases, pur-

chasers become upset due to the fact that they can-

not, many times, huy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed

at from $10.00 to $25.00 ask from $50.00 up to $75.00

and even more for these very same machines. Pur-
chasers of such equipment must realize that machines
in the very low priced categories much worn to be
priced at these low figures. To completely recondi-

tion such machines, the reconditioner must add onto
his price the cost of transportation to obtain these

machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed to re-

condition the machines, plus the cost of cartons,

crates and labor for packing and shipping of the ma-
chines, in addition to a decent profit which will, in

most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00

machine to anywhere from $50.00 to $75.00 and up.
In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that

many of the parts have to be made by hand or
contracted for at some machinist shop, since

manufacturers of many of the old arcade machine*
and kiddie rides are no longer in business, and it is

impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Pur-
chasers of such equipment should take these facts into

consideration and, at the same time, should also real-

ize that many buyers today have their own repair and
reconditioning departments as well as experienced
mechanics. These buyers will purchase machines “as
is” at prices quoted by the trade at large and recon-
dition the machine* themselves to meet their own
operating standards.
